Pactiv is proposing to consolidate assets into one manufacturing location as a result of excess capacity in the company's 

manufacturing footprint due to the recent merger with Reynolds. The company has considered Texas, Illinois and Ohio for 

the consolidation. The Columbus site is located at 2120 Westbelt Drive and is currently used for manufacturing. The 

consolidation will increase production capacity for the company's pressware division.
