On August 23, 2018, Donna Gail Castleberry (“Castleberry”) was shot and killed by then Columbus Police
Officer Andrew K. Mitchell (“Mitchell”). The facts and circumstances leading up to, surrounding, and including
the shooting, as alleged by Plainitff, (collectively “the Incident”) are more fully described in Plaintiff’s Complaint
(“the Complaint”) filed on August 23, 2019 in the lawsuit captioned Mary M. Laile v. Andrew K. Mitchell, et
al., United States District Court Case No. 2:19-cv-03689 pending in the Southern District of Ohio (“the

Lawsuit”).

Plaintiff Mary M. Laile is the personal representative and Special Administrator of Castleberry’s Estate and is
acting for the exclusive benefit of Castleberry’s Estate and for those persons identified in Ohio Revised Code
Section 2125.02 and/or Castleberry’s Next of Kin. John W. Waddy Jr. is the Attorney for the Estate.

In the Complaint, Plaintiff alleges, among other things, that: (a) Mitchell violated Castleberry’s federal and state
rights during the Incident; (b) the customs, policies, and practices of the City of Columbus were the moving
force behind the deprivation of Castleberry’s rights; and (c) Castleberry, as well as her family and next of kin,

suffered damages. Plaintiff’s various causes of action are specified in the Complaint. Plaintiff named Mitchell,
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the City of Columbus, and former Columbus Division of Police Chief Kim Jacobs as defendants in the Lawsuit.

Fiscal Impact:

Funds were not specifically budgeted for this settlement; however, sufficient monies are available on BRDI002433

for this purpose.

Division of Police Chief Kim Jacobs, alleging that: (a) Mitchell violated Castleberry’s federal and state rights
during the Incident; (b) the customs, policies, and practices of the City of Columbus were the moving force
behind the deprivation of Castleberry’s rights; and (c) Castleberry, as well as her family and next of Kkin,

suffered damages; and

WHEREAS, following an evaluation of the Incident, a settlement in the amount of One Million Twenty Five
Thousand Dollars ($1,025,000.00), to be paid by the City, was deemed to be acceptable in exchange for the
dismissal of the lawsuit and a release from Plaintiff of any claims against the City of Columbus and any of its

current or former employees, agents, and officials, including Mitchell and Jacobs; and

WHEREAS, sufficient funds are available on BRDI002433 to pay the amount of this claim; and

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operations of the Department of Public Safety, Division of

Agency (EPA) and the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regarding potential
exposures to employees at the City’s trash burning power plant. The City began testing employees at the
Columbus Department of Health. In particular, the Occupational Safety and Health Clinic provided medical
surveillance  examinations, pre-placement examinations, immunizations, health and fitness assessments,
clearance for respirator wear, assessment of workers’ fitness for duty, consultation, hearing conservation
training, and audiometric testing.

In 2006, Columbus Public Health restructured its focus from internal safety assessments to monitoring
community health status, public health threats, and preventing/controlling disease. =~ The City then shifted the
operations of employee occupational safety and health medical services from Columbus Public Health to the
Department of Human Resources. This was done in an effort to provide focused and coordinated occupational
safety and health medical services in accordance with the Public Employment Risk Reduction Program
(PERRP), OSHA, and the State Bureau of Workers Compensation (BWC).

Currently, the Occupational Safety and Health Clinic provides surveillance exams and appropriate follow up to
at risk City employees, identifies occupational related disease or disability, assists in rehabilitation activities,
determines fitness and suitability for assigned work, and promotes and maintains PERRP/OSHA compliance.
The Clinic also promotes employee health, wellness, and quality of life by preventing and controlling
disease/injury, providing assistance in injury care activities and rehabilitation activities, and providing educational
and training programs promoting employee wellness and safe work practices.

This ordinance authorizes and directs the Human Resources Director to enter into contract with Mount Carmel
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Health Systems for occupational safety and health medical services for the City of Columbus. In addition, this
ordinance authorizes the expenditure and establishes a maximum obligation liability of $360,000.00 to be paid
from the employee benefits fund.

Background: This ordinance authorizes the Director of the Recreation and Parks Department to enter into
contract with Tyevco Inc. for the Goodale Park UIRF 2020 Improvements Project. The contract amount is
$398,039.00, with a contingency of $39,461.00, for a total of $437,500.00. An additional $3,500.00 is being
authorized for interdepartmental inspections and fees for a total of $441,000.00 being authorized by this
ordinance.

Goodale Park is a public park in the Victorian Village area of Columbus. It was donated to the city in 1851 by
Lincoln Goodale. The Friends of Goodale Park, a non-profit community group, have been requesting
improvements identified in this project and have been integrally involved in the development of this project.
Improvements will include new water connections for irrigation of community gardens and plantings. New
lighting along walkways will improve safety and re-lamping of existing lighting fixtures to LED will increase
energy efficiency. The gazebo will also be renovated, improving the ADA access and the functional use of the
facility for the public. We anticipate construction to begin in early 2021 and to be finished by late spring 2021.
Funding has been identified through the Urban Infrastructure Recovery Fund (UIRF).

Vendor Bid/Proposal Submissions (ODI designation status):
Proposals were advertised through Vendor Services, in accordance with City Code Chapter 329, on October 27,

2020 and received by the Recreation and Parks Department on November 19, 2020. This project was also
picked up by various local and regional plan rooms and distributed to their membership. Bids were received from
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the following companies:

After reviewing the bids that were submitted, it was determined that Tyevco Inc. was the lowest and most
responsive bidder. Tyevco Inc. and all proposed subcontractors have met code requirements with respect to
prequalification, pursuant to relevant sections of Columbus City Code Chapter 329. It was determined that
Playworld Midstates was not responsive in submitting form B5, which documents Subcontractors, per Columbus
City Code Chapter 329

Emergency Justification: Emergency action is requested so that the contractor can begin work in early 2021
and be substantially complete with the work in the spring of 2021. The timing corresponds with the current
closing of the shelterhouse and gazebo to accommodate these renovations, allowing the construction to occur
when these facilities are not rented or in use.

Benefits to the Public: This project includes new water connections for irrigation of community gardens and
plantings. New lighting along walkways will improve safety and re-lamping of existing lighting fixtures to LED
will increase energy efficiency. The gazebo will also be renovated, improving the ADA access and the
functional use of the facility for the public.

Community Input/Issues: The Friends of Goodale Park, a non-profit community group, have requested these
improvements and have been integrally involved in developing this project.

Area(s) Affected: Victorian Village (46)

Master Plan Relation: This project supports the department’s Master Plan by upgrading community parks.
Improving infrastructure, such as lighting and ADA access, help make these parks safer, more usable, and
accessible. Goodale Park is a large park that is seen as a community anchor. It is one of the oldest and most

iconic parks within the city, holding numerous high-profile special events each year. Due to its high visibility, this
park has a higher maintenance standard that is augmented by The Friends of Goodale Park, a non-profit
organization, which has advocated for these improvements to the public space.

Fiscal Impact: $441,000.00 is budgeted and available from within the Recreation and Parks Voted Bond Fund

7702 to meet the financial obligations of this contract.

To authorize the Director of Recreation and Parks to enter into contract with Tyevco Inc. for the Goodale Park
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UIRF 2020 Improvements Project; to authorize the expenditure of $441,000.00 from the Recreation and Parks
Voted Bond Fund; and to declare an emergency. ($441,000.00)

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BACKGROUND: Columbus Public Health has been awarded a grant from the Ohio Department of Health
originating from the Centers for Disease Control. This ordinance is needed to accept and appropriate

$120,000.00 in grant monies to fund the Creating Healthy Communities Grant Program for the period of January
1, 2021 through December 31, 2021.

This grant will utilize population-based strategies to address healthy eating, active living and smoke free living,
with the goal of reducing chronic diseases.

The percentage of overweight and obese adults within the priority communities of Linden, South Side and West
Side, is approximately 65%, with almost 60% of the residents in the priority communities not meeting the
physical activity guidelines. 54.4% of adult residents are eating less than one serving of fruit per day, and 69.3%
are eating less than one serving of vegetables per week (BRFSS - Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System,
2011-2016). Lastly, almost 35.1% of residents within the priority communities are current smokers, compared
to 22.7% in Franklin County (BRFSS, 2011-2016).

This ordinance is submitted as an emergency so as to allow the financial transaction to be posted in the City's
accounting system as soon as possible given the grant start date of January 1, 2021.

FISCAL IMPACT: The program is funded by the Ohio Department of Health and does not generate revenue
or require a City match. ($120,000.00)

To authorize and direct the Board of Health to accept a grant from the Ohio Department of Health for the
Creating Healthy Communities Grant Program in the amount of $120,000.00; to authorize the appropriation of
$120,000.00 to the Health Department in the Health Department Grants Fund; and to declare an emergency.

BACKGROUND: Columbus Public Health has been awarded a grant from the Ohio Department of Health
for the Drug Overdose Prevention Grant for the Addiction Services Division. This ordinance is needed to accept

and appropriate $80,000.00 in grant money for the period of September 1, 2020 through August 31, 2021.

The purpose of this funding is to implement comprehensive sustainable interventions at the local level to prevent
drug overuse, misuse, abuse, and overdose. The goal is to support local communities based on the needs
identified within their community by providing resources for community coalitions and strategic plans, overdose
fatality review boards, immediate community response plans and implementation of comprehensive sustainable
systems in various settings to screen, identify and link at-risk populations with services.

1,2020.

FISCAL IMPACT: The Drug Overdose Prevention Grant 2021 is fully funded ($80,000.00) by the Ohio
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Department of Health and does not require a City match.

To authorize and direct the Board of Health to accept a grant from the Ohio Department of Health for the Drug
Overdose Prevention Grant 2021 in the amount of $80,000.00; to authorize the appropriation of $80,000.00 to the
Health Department in the Health Department’s Grants Fund; and to declare an emergency. ($80,000.00)

WHEREAS, $80,000.00 in grant funds have been made available through the Ohio Department of Health for

BACKGROUND: The City’s Department of Public Utilities (“DPU”) is engaged in acquiring real estate for
the Central College Subtrunk Sewer Project (CIP 650033-100003) (“Public Project”). The City must acquire in
good faith and accept certain fee simple and lesser real estate located in the vicinity of Central College Road
and Harlem Road, Columbus, OH 43081 (collectively, “Real Estate”) in order for DPU to complete the Public
Project. Accordingly, DPU requested the City Attorney to acquire the Real Estate in good faith and contract for
associated professional services (e.g. surveys, title work, appraisals, efc.) in order for DPU to timely complete
the Public Project. The City initially passed Ordinance 3428-2018 authorizing the expenditure of $325,000.00 for
the project, and DPU has now determined that an additional $500,000.00 will be needed.

CONTRACT COMPLIANCE: Not applicable.
FISCAL IMPACT: This legislation authorizes the transfer within and expenditure of up to $500,000.00 within
the Sanitary Sewer General Obligation Fund 6109 and amends the 2020 Capital Improvement Budget to align

authority with the expenditure.

EMERGENCY JUSTIFICATION: Emergency action is requested in order to acquire the Real Estate and
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allow DPU to timely complete the Public Project without unnecessary delay, which will preserve the public
peace, health, property, safety and welfare.

Learning how to swim and safely enjoy the water is a life-long skill and this recreational activity is a core
priority of Recreation and Parks. In 2019, the Department completed a system-wide strategic plan to analyze

the state of recreational facilities, programs, inclusivity, and access for residents to parks, trails, sports, and
pools. A key finding of the plan was that the city’s aquatics program, serving thousands of youth and adults
city-wide, was in substantial need of an updated capital improvement implementation program to determine how
to handle the system’s aging pools, increased demand, and rapidly growing population.

This contract will provide preliminary engineering services for the Recreation and Parks Department’s Aquatics
Capital Improvement Program, including capital planning and community engagement services. This project will
conduct a comprehensive analysis of all of the Department’s 14 pools and spray grounds, as well as the indoor
Columbus Aquatic Center. A preliminary inventory shows that Columbus lags far behind cities of similar size
with available pool space, access, financial sustainability, location, along with substantial maintenance costs due
to aging facilities well beyond their service life. The project will involve a full assessment of all the city’s

aquatic facilities, including operating costs, programming constraints, and population served. The project will also
examine the exterior and interior conditions of the facilities, including mechanical, electrical, and ADA
Compliance. The project will include robust public engagement with key stakeholders and neighborhoods to help
reach consensus on what trends, needs, and goals for success can be achieved in the next 10 years.

Emergency Justification: Emergency action is requested so that the contractor can begin work as soon as
possible to allow a related project, the design of Glenwood and Winsor Pool Improvements, to move forward.
The public outreach and community input portion of these projects is included in the scope of this Capital
Improvement Program and emergency action will allow for the design of these facilities to start, minimizing the
impacts of the resulting construction to the 2022 swimming season at these two locations.

Benefits to the Public: The preliminary engineering involved with this project will provide recommendations
for future aquatics expansion throughout Columbus.

An early warning system (EWS) is a benchmarking tool that can be utilized to identify patterns in the behavior
of police officers. For those officers demonstrating a pattern of problematic behavior, an EWS can provide for
the ability to intervene and correct unprofessional behavior before it escalates to misconduct or any other
undesirable outcome. At the same time, a benchmarking tool can also be used to reinforce positive conduct, to
support officers, and to foster a stronger sense of community within the police ranks.

In consideration of recent events, the Division of Police has initiated an evaluation of potential early warning
system products, and a recommendation on a selected product is shortly anticipated. In order to avoid any delay
in the contracting, acquisition, and deployment process, this funding is being made available now, prior to
passage of the 2021 operating budget.

BACKGROUND

The purpose of this ordinance is to enact new Chapters 1914 and 1915, pertaining to the use of body-worn
cameras and establishing requirements for the rendering of aid by Columbus Division of Police officers.
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Early on the morning of December 22, 2020, Andre Hill, a Black Columbus resident, was shot by a Columbus
police officer who had not activated a body-worn camera to record the incident. In the minutes that followed,
neither the police officer that fired on Mr. Hill nor his partner rendered any medical aid to Mr. Hill. Several
minutes passed before emergency medical services were even requested. Andre Hill died at the hospital over a
half hour following the shooting.

Given these events, it is imperative to strengthen rules surrounding the use of body-worn cameras and
requirements to render aid; not only in policy, but also in law. So Council is proposing the following changes to
the Columbus City Codes:

* Requiring the activation of body-worn cameras during any enforcement action or other situation
outlined in the directives of the Columbus Division of Police

* Require Police to request aid from emergency medical services upon a use of force that results in
serious bodily harm, as well as the rendering of medical aid under certain circumstances. Also, requiring police
officers to obtain regular recertification to render aid.

Those who violate these new chapters can be subject to discipline, per City policy and applicable collective
bargaining agreements. However, in egregious cases, where the behavior evidences a reckless disregard for
the express requirements of the new chapter pertaining to rendering aid, the City may pursue remedies beyond
discipline, including the filing of criminal charges against violators for dereliction of duty.

City Council is proposing these changes to promote accountability and to assure the safety of all Columbus
residents. This action further contributes to Council’s efforts to reimagine public safety in the City.

To enact new Chapters 1914 and 1915 of the Columbus City Codes pertaining to the activation of body-worn
cameras and the rendering of first aid by the Columbus Division of Police.

WHEREAS, early on the morning of December 22, 2020, Andre Hill, a Black Columbus resident, was shot by
a Columbus police officer; and

WHEREAS, the Columbus Police officer that fired at Andre had not activated his body-worn camera prior to
the shooting, only turning it on afterward; and

WHEREAS, in the minutes that followed, neither the police officer that fired on Mr. Hill nor his partner
rendered any medical aid to Mr. Hill, and several minutes went by prior to any request for emergency medical
services; and

WHEREAS, Andre died at the hospital over half an hour after being shot; and

WHEREAS, the shooting of Andre Hill follows the tragic deaths of several other young Black men at the
hands of law enforcement, including Casey Goodson, Jr. and Kareem Ali Nadir Jones; and

WHEREAS, though there are currently some Police directives pertaining to activation of body-worn cameras,
as well as mentions of rendering aid, the City has determined that additional safeguards are necessary to ensure

the proper use of these cameras and the rendering of necessary medical aid; and

WHEREAS, this ordinance will enact new Chapters 1914 and 1915 in the Columbus City Codes, putting in
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code parameters for the activation of body-worn cameras and rendering of medical aid in such circumstances;
and

WHEREAS, in egregious cases involving the reckless disregard for the express requirements of the new
chapter pertaining to rendering aid, the City may pursue remedies beyond discipline, including the filing of

criminal charges against violators for dereliction of duty; and

WHEREAS, this ordinance will be known as Andre’s Law, to keep these terrible events in the City’s memory
and go toward preventing similar tragedies in the future; and

WHEREAS, this ordinance furthers Council’s efforts to reimagine public safety in the City of Columbus, as
additional accountability is crucial to its success; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS:

SECTION 1. That new chapters 1914 and 1915 of the Columbus City Codes are hereby enacted, reading as
follows:

CHAPTER 1914 - BODY-WORN CAMERAS

- Definit-Definitions

(A) "Body-worn camera" means a visual and audio recording device worn on the person of a division of police

officer while the division of police officer is engaged in the performance of the division of police officer's duties.

(B) “Division of police” means the City of Columbus division of police.

1914.02 - Activation of body-worn camera

(A) Whenever a division of police officer who has been assigned a body-worn camera engages in an
enforcement action, or intends to engage in an enforcement action, the officer shall activate their body-worn
camera no later than when exiting their vehicle or approaching an individual(s). Enforcement actions shall be
recorded unless otherwise prohibited by federal, state, or local law. Enforcement actions shall consist of:

(1) Calls for service and self-initiated activity

(2) All investigatory stops

(3) Traffic and pedestrian stops

(4) Pursuits by foot, vehicles, bicycle, or any other means of transportation available to division of police officers

(5) Any use of force
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(6) Any arrest
(7) Any forced entry of a structure, vehicle, or other premises

(B) Division of police officers assigned a body-worn camera shall also activate the camera when an encounter
becomes adversarial, or its use would be appropriate and/or valuable to document an incident unless otherwise
prohibited by federal, state, or local law.

(C) This section does not apply when:
(1) A division of police officer has not been assigned a body-worn camera; or

(2) A division of police officer has been assigned a body-worn camera but is working an assignment where a
body-worn camera is not required; or

(3) A body-worn camera malfunctions.

1914.99 - Penalty

Any division of police officer that violates any section of this chapter may be subject to disciplinary action as
provided by the division of police, department of public safety, or any applicable collective bargaining agreement.

CHAPTER 1915 - RENDERING AID
1915.01 - Rendering aid following use of force

(A) Following a use of force by one of more division of police officer(s) that causes serious bodily harm to an
individual, a division of police officer(s) present at the scene shall summon, or cause to be summoned,
emergency medical services to render aid to the affected individual. Division of police officers must do this
immediately following the use of force, unless the affected individual, or other individuals, pose an imminent
threat of serious bodily harm or death to the division of police officer(s) or other individuals.

(B) Medical aid must be rendered, by one or more division of police officers present at the scene, to an
individual suffering serious bodily harm due to a use of force by the division of police, consistent with available
equipment and the training the officer has received, as soon as the immediate area has been secured of
imminent or probable threats. Any division of police officers engaged in rendering aid may cease rendering
such aid upon the arrival of emergency medical personnel or other medical response.

(C) The division of police shall require training and-eertifieation for officers on cardiopulmonary resuscitation
and basic medical aid in a manner to be determined by the division of police and/or the director of public safety.
Initial training and-eertifieations shall occur during academy training. The division of police shall also require of
all officers no less than biennial retrainings in cardiopulmonary resuscitation and basic medical aid;-and-thei
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(D) Any division of police officer that violates section 1915.01(A)-(B) may be subject to disciplinary action as
provided by the division of police, department of public safety, or any applicable collective bargaining agreement.

(E) The requirements of section 1915.01(A) do not apply when 911 dispatchers are required by any standard

operating procedure of the department of public safety to automatically summon emergency medical services
upon a report of the discharge of firearms at the scene of an incident.

SECTION 2. That to allow the Columbus Division of Police, and the Department of Public Safety sufficient
opportunity to ensure that police recruits and current officers have the required training, and that mechanisms
are in place for ongoing training, the provisions of newly enacted section 1915.01(C) shall take effect and be in
force from and after six (6) months following its enactment.

SECTION 3. That the remaining provisions of this ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after
the earliest period allowed by law.

This project will provide preliminary design, detailed design and bidding, and engineering services during
construction to address safety related needs at various Division of Water facilities.

The Community planning is “99 - Citywide” because the water facilities associated with this contract serve
multiple planning areas.

2. ECONOMIC IMPACT/ADVANTAGES; COMMUNITY OUTREACH; PROJECT
DEVELOPMENT; ENVIRONMENTAL FACTORS/ADVANTAGES OF PROJECT: This project will
address miscellaneous safety needs at various Division of Water facilities, which will improve employee working
conditions and reduce the potential for employee injuries. Most improvements will occur within secure areas
that are not accessible to the public; for these projects no community outreach activities are anticipated.
Community outreach activities will be considered for improvements that occur within areas accessible to the
public, but at this time, outreach is not expected to be needed. The consultant team has identified a commitment
to the Mayor’s Green Initiative in their business practices and will be involved in applying DPU’s environmental
management system (EMS) to the construction projects.

3. BID INFORMATION: The selection of the firm providing the professional engineering services has been
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performed in accordance with the procedures set forth in Columbus City Code, Section 329, "Awarding
professional service contracts through requests for proposals." The evaluation criteria for this contract included:
1. understanding of project/project approach, 2. past performance, 3. environmentally preferable consultant, 4.
local workforce, and 5. anticipated project team.

Request for Proposals (RFP) were received on October 16, 2020 from: Osborn Engineering, LJB Inc., and Star
Consultants.

An evaluation committee reviewed the proposal and recommends that the DOW Safety Improvements Project
be awarded to Osborn Engineering.

The Contract Compliance Number for Osborn Engineering is 34-0445030 (expires 7/30/21, MAJ) and their
DAX Vendor Number is 6417. Additional information regarding all bidders, description of work, contract time
frame, and detailed amounts can be found on the attached Information form.

Searches in the Excluded Party List System (Federal) and the Findings for Recovery list (State) produced no
findings against Osborn Engineering.

4. FUTURE RENEWALS: The Division anticipates two renewals to this agreement for detailed design and
bidding services and engineering services during construction.

5. FISCAL IMPACT: The total amount needed is $219,300.00.

The 2020 Bond Sale request includes $175,000.00 for this project. Until proceeds from the Bond Sale are
received, a transfer from the Water System Reserve Fund - Fund No. 6003 to the Water G.O. Bond Fund -
Fund No. 6006 will be needed so the project can proceed. This transaction is only a temporary measure.

The remaining $44,300.00 needed will require a transfer within the Water G.O. Voted Funds Fund - Fund No.
6006, as well as an amendment to the 2020 Capital Improvements Budget.

BACKGROUND:

This ordinance authorizes the transfer of $490,000 from the general fund to the specialty docket program. The
Specialized Docket consists of five programs, which address drug and alcohol addiction, heroin addiction, mental
health issues, and the special needs of human trafficking victims and veterans.

The Court operates five specialized dockets, which have been certified or are in the process of receiving
certification from the Supreme Court of Ohio Commission on Specialized Dockets. Each docket has received
certification after submitting written materials and undergoing a site review to ensure that statewide, minimum
standards are met. The Specialized Dockets hold criminal offenders accountable while linking them with
comprehensive treatment and services, which leads to a reduction in recidivism and an increase in community
safety.

In April 2004, the Mental Health Program was created to better serve criminal defendants who are impacted by
severe mental illness and who have pending cases before the Court.

In 2009, the Changing Actions to Change Habits (CATCH) program was created to better serve criminal
defendants who have been charged with misdemeanor solicitation, prostitution, and/or loitering to solicit. The
docket also serves people convicted of other crimes, which were committed while the participant was a victim
of human trafficking. Participants may have severe depression, post-traumatic stress disorder, or other mental
illnesses and may be dependent on alcohol and/or drugs. Because many of the participants have been the
victims of human trafficking, CATCH focuses on the trauma experienced by participants.

In 2009, the Alcohol and Drug Addiction Program (ADAP) was created to better serve criminal defendants
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who are dependent on drugs and/or alcohol and who have pending legal issues before the Court. In 2010, the

Opiate Extension Program (ADAP-OEP) was developed to accompany ADAP but address the needs
criminal defendants who are dependent on opiates.

In 2012, the Military and Veteran Service specialized docket (MAVS) was created to better serve criminal
defendants who have severe mental illness, chemical dependency, and criminogenic factors, all of which impact
their ability to access and navigate services afforded to them because of their military involvement after they
are charged with a misdemeanor offense.

The overall goal of each program is to decrease the number of jail nights and new summons that participants
receive by diverting them to clinically appropriate treatment options and helping them to stabilize other basic
factors in their lives, such as housing, employment, and education. The specialized dockets are designed to
provide intensive supervision to program participants through a collaborative team process.

Funds are to be used to assist in the support of the Specialty Docket. The intent of these funds is to provide for
personnel costs, and the purchase of materials, supplies, and services.

FISCAL IMPACT: The funds are available in the 2021 general fund budget for transfer. This ordinance is

That the appropriation and expenditure of $265,824.94, or so much thereof as may be needed, is
hereby authorized in Fund 6006 - Water G.O. Bonds Fund, in Object Class 06 - Capital Outlay, per the
accounting codes in the attachment to this ordinance.

SECTION S. That upon obtaining other funds for the purpose of funding water system capital improvement
work, the City Auditor is hereby authorized to repay the Water System Reserve Fund the amount transferred
under Section 3 above, and said funds are hereby deemed appropriated for such purpose.

SECTION 6. That the City intends that this Ordinance constitute an "official intent" for purposes of Section
1.150-2(e) of the Treasury Regulations, and that the City reasonably expects to reimburse itself for certain
Original Expenditures incurred with respect to the Project from the proceeds of obligations to be issued by the
City in a principal amount currently estimated to be $265,824.94 (the "Obligations").

The City intends to make a reimbursement allocation on its books for the Original Expenditures not later than
eighteen months following the later to occur of the date of the Original Expenditure to be reimbursed or the date
the Project for which such Original Expenditures were made is "placed in service" within the meaning of
Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2(c). Upon the issuance of the Obligations, the proceeds of such
Obligations shall be used to reimburse the Water System Reserve Fund - Fund 6003, which is the fund from
which the advance for costs of the Project will be made.

SECTION 7. That the funds necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance are hereby deemed
appropriated, and the City Auditor shall establish such accounting codes as necessary.

SECTION 8. That the City Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to transfer any unencumbered balance in
the project account to the unallocated balance within the same fund upon receipt of certification by the Director
of the Department administering said project that the project has been completed and the monies no longer
required for said project; except that no transfer shall be made from a project account by monies from more
than one source.

SECTION 9. That the City Auditor is authorized to establish proper project accounting numbers as
appropriate.

SECTION 10. That the City Auditor is authorized to make any accounting changes to revise the funding
source for all contracts or contract modifications associated with this Ordinance.

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5th BY NORTHWEST AREA COMMISSION BY LAWS
As adopted on August 1, 2005
(Rev. May 1, 2007,-& November 1, 2016, and July 7, 2020)

PREAMBLE

WE, residents, employees and property owners of the City of Columbus in the 5th By Northwest
Area, in order to: study problems and needs of the area, recommend solutions and bring these
needs to the attention of proper government agencies; determine the need for, and recommend
legislation affecting the area; provide communication within the area and between the area and
city government; solicit cooperation of all segments of the community; afford additional
voluntary citizen participation in decision-making in an advisory capacity to the city
administration and city council; and, develop techniques for creating and promoting a
community dialogue so that the different values and interests of residents, employees and
property owners can be articulated and understood; and, therefore, we do establish and ordain
these by laws.

Article I. GENERAL PROVISIONS
Section 1.

The name of this organization shall be the 5th By Northwest Area Commission, herein referred
to as "Commission™.

Section 2.

The boundaries of the Commission shall be: The alley to the South of West Third Avenue and
the alley just West of Westwood Avenue Southward to the alley just South of West Third
Avenue then Eastward along said alley to the railroad bridge then North to Third Avenue then
East to Olentangy River Road, then North on Olentangy River Road to the City of Columbus,
Clinton Township boundary, then Westward to Hess Boulevard, North on Hess Boulevard to
Chambers Road, West on Chambers Road to Concord Avenue, then Westward along the Clinton
Township, City of Columbus boundary, to Chesapeake Avenue, then Northward along the
Clinton Township, City of Columbus boundary to Sells Avenue, East to Kenny Road, North to
Kinnear Road, then West to North Star Road, then South on North Star Road to the alley just
North of King Avenue then West on said alley to the alley just West of Wyandotte Road then
South on said alley to 5th Avenue then East on 5th Avenue to the alley just West of Glenn
Avenue then South on the alley to the alley just North of Third Avenue then East to the alley just
West of Westwood Avenue then south to the alley just South of Third Avenue.
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Article 11. DUTIES / PURPOSE

Section 1.

Area commissions are established in the City of Columbus to afford additional voluntary
citizen participation in decision-making in an advisory capacity and to facilitate
communication, understanding and cooperation between neighborhood groups, city officials
and developers.

Section 2.

The Commission is an advisory body. No duty or function of the Commission shall invalidate
any decision made by the Mayor’s Administration or action of Columbus City Council.

Section 3.

The Commission shall identify and study the problems and requirements of the Commission
area in order to:

a. Create plans and policies which will serve as quidelines for future development of
the area

b. Bring the problems and needs of the area to the attention of appropriate
government agencies or residents

c. Recommend solutions or legislation.

d. Aid and promote communications within the Commission area and between it and
the rest of the city by means of:

i. Reqular and special meetings of the Commission which are open to the
public
ii. Public hearings on problems, issues, and proposals affecting the area

iii. Public forums and surveys to provide an opportunity for area residents,
businesses, and organizations to state their problems and concerns
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Soliciting active cooperation of all segments of the area and city,

including organizations, institutions, and government

Initiating proposals and supporting those introduced by individual

citizens or area organizations, which will enhance the quality of life

enjoyed by area residents and preserve the unique residential and
commercial mix of the area

Promoting and encouraging businesses whose functions, methods of

operation, architectural appearance, and locations are consistent with the
character and requirements of the area.

Initiating, reviewing and recommending criteria and programs for the

preservation, development, and enhancement of the Commission area,
including, but not limited to, parks, recreational areas, sidewalks, streets
and traffic, by means of:

1. Reviewing the proposed capital improvements budget and
proposing new items and changes relating to the area

2. Making recommendations for restoration and preservation of the
historical elements within the area

3. Receiving and reviewing for recommendation, prior to adoption
by governmental bodies, any new or revised comprehensive plan
affecting the area.

e. Recommend priorities for and review government services and operation of the

various government departments in the Commission area by means of:

Requesting and receiving from departments or agencies periodic reports

concerning governmental services or practices in the area

Meeting with administrative heads of any department or agency, or any

of their subordinates, to obtain additional information deemed necessary
for the Commission to fulfill its functions

Requesting and receiving from departments or agencies, prior to

implementation, full reports on any proposed changes in service or
practice in the area, and recommending approval or disapproval of the
proposed changes

Reviewing and evaluating pending legislation substantially affecting the

area prior to its consideration by council

Reqularly receiving for review, comment and recommendation copies of

applications and notices of all public hearings related to rezonings,
special permits, variances, demolitions, and zoning appeals regarding
property located wholly or partially within the area.

f. Recommend persons from the Commission area for nomination to membership

on city boards and commissions which make decisions or recommendations

affecting the commission area.
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Section 4.

The Commission may meet with applicants for rezonings, special permits, demolition permits,
or variances regarding property wholly or partly within the Commission area to discuss the
proposal, its relationship to the area, and possible modifications. In order to assist decision-
making without disrupting existing procedures, the Commission shall conduct such meetings
and notify the appropriate body of its recommendations in a timely manner. Upon good cause
shown, inability of the Commission to make a recommendation may be grounds for
postponement of subsequent action by other bodies.

a. Suggestions and comments of the Commission shall be advisory only and failure
of the applicant to comply therewith shall not in itself constitute grounds for
denial of the application. Failure of the applicant to consult the Commission in a
timely manner, however, may be grounds for postponement of further action by
other bodies.

Section 5.
The Commission shall not endorse any candidate for public office.

Article 111. MEMBERS_ AND TERMS

Section 1.

There shall be seven (7) members of the Commission.

Section 2.

Members shall serve without compensation the following terms of office:

a. Effective as starting with the 2021 elections - Eevery member is elected to a twe-three
year term that starts January 1 and ends December 31 exactly 24-36 months later.

b. To ensure continuity the following plan for staggered terms will be implemented:

1. In 2021, (3) three commissioners will be elected

2. In 2022, (2) two commissioners will be elected

3. In 2023, (2) two commissioner will be elected

c. There are no term limits.

d. All area commissioners must be appointed by the Mayor with the concurrence of
Columbus City Council. Compliance with Columbus City Code 3109.08, 3109.10 and /or
3109.12 must be satisfied to officially participate as an area commissioner.
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Section 3.

Members are qualified to run and serve as long as they live, own property or work within the
boundaries of the Commission pursuant to Article V111, Section 5. Anyone who does not meet
this qualification is prohibited from running and/or becoming a member of the Commission.

Section 4.
Vacancies shall be filled as follows:

a. If avacancy occurs in the Commission because of resignation, death, disqualification, or
other means, the Recording Secretary shall give public notice of the vacancy at least
thirty (30) days before the date on which the Commission will vote to recommend a
candidate to fill the vacancy.

b. After providing an opportunity for persons interested in filling the vacancy to indicate
their interest to the Commission, the Commission shall vote by individual, private ballots
to select a candidate to fill the vacancy for the unexpired term.

c. Only qualified candidates may seek and be appointed to a vacancy. See Article VIII,
Section 8 for Commissioner candidate qualifications.

Section 5.
Commission member attendance at meetings shall be regulated according to the following rules:

a. Three unapproved absences from regular Commission meetings between annual meetings
shall constitute resignation from the Commission. In addition to regular monthly
meetings, Commissioners may not have more than three unapproved absences from each
committee on which each Commissioner serves between annual meetings.

b. The Recording Secretary shall notify in writing or electronic correspondence a
Commissioner who has been absent from two such meetings within fifteen days of the
second absence.

c. Absent Commissioners may petition the Chairperson for approval of an absence from
Commission and may petition the appropriate committee chair for approval of an absence
from an assigned committee meeting. This petition for approval of an absence as
excusable shall be in writing or electronic form and submitted to the Chairperson thirty-
days (30) prior to the absence or within thirty-days (30) after the absence. A
commissioner may have no more than 3 absences (including both excused and unexcused
absences). After the third (3) absence, the commissioner in question may come up for
review with the Commission for expulsion.

Section 6.

The members of the Commission shall be approved and appointed by the Mayor of Columbus in
accordance with Chapter 3109 of the City Code. The Chairperson shall notify the Mayor, the
City Council and the Department of Development of all appointments, elections, and vacancies
within thirty-days (30) of such action.

a. _In the event notification of appointment by the mayor to an area Commission is not

received by the City Clerk within thirty-days (30) after; (1) receipt of the certified results
of the selection procedure from the appropriate task force or area Commission; or (2)
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receipt of notice of a vacancy or nomination of a candidate to fill such vacancy,
whichever occurs later; each such nominee shall be presumed qualified to serve until
actual notice of a mayoral appointment to such position and term is received, and such
nominee shall have all the privileges and duties of an area Commission membership
during the interim

Section 7.

No Commission member shall represent the Commission in its official actions before any other
public body or official, except as specifically authorized by the Commission. This shall not be
construed as a restriction upon the right of the individual members to represent their own views
before public or private bodies, whether in agreement or disagreement with the official action of
the Commission, provided they do not represent themselves as speaking for the Commission.

Article I1HV. OFFICERS
Section 1.

The officers of the Commission shall be a Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, a Treasurer, and a
Recording Secretary.

Section 2.

The officers shall be elected by the Commission at the January meeting and shall take office
immediately for a two-one year term according to the following rules:

a. The Commission shall elect a temporary Recording Secretary for purposes of conducting
the officer election.

b. Members shall nominate themselves or another member and seconded by another
member for an officer position.

c. Once all nominations have been heard, the temporary Recording Secretary shall call for a
motion to close nominations and open voting.

d. Voting shall be done by private ballot.

e. The temporary Recording Secretary and one other member shall count the votes and the
temporary Recording Secretary announce the vote total.

f. The candidate for each officer position with a plurality of votes wins.
Section 3.
The Chairperson shall:
Chair all meetings of the Commission;

a
b. Coordinate the actions of all officers and representatives of the Commission;
c. Chair all public hearings called by the Commission;

d

Select, supervise, direct or delegate any volunteers or staff hired by or assigned to the
Commission; and represent or appoint a Commissioner to represent the 5th By Northwest
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Area Commission at City Council meetings and other meetings affecting the 5th By
Northwest Area.

e. Notify the Mayor, the City Council and the Department of Bevelopment-Neighborhoods
of all appointments, elections, and vacancies within thirty-days (30) of such action.

Section 4.
The Vice Chairperson Shall:
a. Assist the Chairperson.
b. Preside at meetings in the absence of the Chairperson.

c. Have responsibility for managing all committees, the First Vice Chairperson shall be a
member of each committee but shall not serve as the chair.

d. Assist the Chairperson in establishing and distributing the monthly agenda.
e. Assist the Chairperson as requested and assigned.
f. Manage and direct digital and physical storage of Commission records.
Section 5.
The Recording Secretary Shall:

a. Keep meeting minutes and permanently file all resolutions considered by the
Commission, as well as a record of all actions taken with the City of Columbus.

b. Call the roll at each meeting of the Commission and record times of arrival and departure
of Commissioners after roll has been taken or before the adjournment of the meeting.

Section 6.
The Treasurer shall:

a. Receive all monies and approve all payments for the Commission in accordance with
Article VI.

b. Prepare and present an Annual Budget for the Commission in accordance with Article VI,
Section 4.

c. Report on the financial condition of the Commission at each regular meeting.

d. Submit a written report of the finances of the Commission at the November Annual
Meeting.

e. Participate in the preparation of budget of expenditure of any grant moneys.
f.  Manage the distribution and administration of grant moneys.

g. And shall exercise all duties incident to the office of Treasurer, including compliance
with all fiscal requirements within the memorandum of agreement with the city.

Section 7.

Vice Chairperson shall fill a vacancy in the office of Chairperson. A vacancy in any other
position shall be filled in the same manner as the original selection as set forth in Article 1HV,
Section 2.
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Article V. MEETINGS
Section 1.
Meeting scheduling and cancelling shall be in accordance to these rules:

a. The Commission shall hold a regular monthly meeting on the first Tuesday of each
month in a public place and shall be open to the public.

b. A regular meeting may be cancelled or rescheduled by two-thirds vote of the
Commission at the regularly scheduled prior meeting of the Commission.

c. The regular meeting in November shall be the meeting at which new Commissioners are
elected and annual reports from the committees are received.

d. At least a five-day notice of all meetings shall be given, such notice to include the
agenda. All meetings of the Commission shall be open to the public. All Commission
meetings shall comply with the Ohio open meeting law and the open meeting
requirements pursuant to C.C. 121.01.

Section 2.

The Commission, and all its bodies thereof, shall be governed by Robert's Rules of Order Newly
Revised, except as inconsistent with these Bylaws and except that:

a. The motion "to reconsider and enter on the minutes" shall never be in order;
. The Chairperson may vote on a motion as any other member;
A roll-call vote on a motion may be ordered by one-fourth of the Commissioners present

A motion to reconsider may be made by any Commissioner;

A quorum shall be five-Commissionersa majority of current Commissioners. Once a
quorum is established, business can be conducted unless the number of Commissioners
present drops below three, at which time the meeting is declared adjourned.

d. The division of a motion may be ordered by any one Commissioner;

Section 3.
The order and allowance for business and comment shall be as follows:

a. The order of business shall be: Community Liaison Reports, Public Comment; Zoning
Committee Business: Other Commission Business.

b. The Commission shall consider no business unless introduced by a Commissioner or a
committee of the Commission.

c. No person shall speak during a Commission meeting except when recognized by the
presiding officer. This can be subject to approval of the Commission by a majority vote.

d. Allowance shall be made for public comment on any issue to be voted on by the
Commission or a committee of the Commission.

e. Time shall be allowed following each presentation for Commissioners to discuss and ask
questions of the speaker.
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f. At their discretion, the presiding officer may limit the number of speakers to three (3) on
each side of an issue and limit the amount of time to speak to three (3) minutes per
speaker. Such limitation shall be announced at the beginning of public comments on that
issue.

Section 4.

The Commission will vote on issues by roll call and verbal vote. In the situation of a tie, the
issue does not pass.

Section 5.

The Chairperson may call special meetings; or the Vice Chairperson upon receiving a petition
signed by one-third of the Commissioners in office.

a. Any such petition shall specify the date, time and place of the special meeting and shall
include all business to be conducted at the meeting.

b. No business shall be conducted at a special meeting, unless explicitly included in the
notice of such meeting.

Section 6.

A Public Hearing may be directed to be held by either: a majority vote of the Commission, or a
committee (with the approval of the Chairperson).

a. With the permission of a majority vote of the Commission, a public hearing may be held
in conjunction with a Commission meeting.

b. A record shall be made and filed of each public hearing by the Secretary, or other
provided recording officer from the directing committee.

c. If acommittee has called a public hearing, it shall provide the presiding and recording
officer.

d. At least a fifteen (15) day public notice shall be given for all public hearings.
Section 7.

The Commission shall consider zoning cases received and recommended by the Zoning
Committee Chair.

a. Before the Commission shall hear a zoning case, the case must be presented to the
Zoning Committee prior to the regular monthly Commission meeting.

b. The Zoning Committee is obligated to meet all standards of the City of Columbus with
regards to zoning cases.

Article VI. TREASURY & EXPENDITURES
Section 1.

All Commission monies received and spent shall comply with all fiscal requirements within the
memorandum of agreement with the city.

Section 2.

Any monies received shall be deposited immediately by the Treasurer.
Section 3.

The expenditure of monies shall follow these rules:

a. All purchases must follow the guidelines allowed in current Columbus City Code for
Commissioners.

b. No monies shall be expended or encumbered save pursuant to the Annual Budget.

a. For purchases for Commission activities that are not itemized in the approved annual
budget that are twenty-five dollars ($25) or less, any Commissioner may request
reimbursement by providing the Treasurer with a written, dated request which explains
the purchase and also provide a paper copy of the receipt. Permission to grant
reimbursement may be given by the Treasurer.

b. For purchases for Commission activities that are not itemized in the approved annual
budget that are more than twenty-five dollars ($25), any Commission member may
request reimbursement from the Chairperson and the Treasurer by providing the
Treasurer a written, dated request which explains the purchase and also provide a paper
copy of the receipt. Permission to grant reimbursement may be given by agreement of the
Chairperson and the Treasurer, which then shall report the expenditure at the next regular
meeting.

c. Any Commissioner may request a full Commission vote on any expense reimbursement
not itemized in the approved annual budget.

Section 4.

Within thirty (30) days of receipt of the draft annual agreement with the City of Columbus, the
Treasurer shall propose the annual budget to the Commission. At the next regular meeting, the
Commission shall review, approve or amend the proposed annual budget with a majority vote.

Article VII. COMMITTEES
Section 1.

The Commission shall have the following standing committees: Zoning and Community
Relations.

Section 2.
The appointment to these standing committees follows these rules:

a. The Chairperson shall appoint Commissioners to the standing committees subject to
approval by the Commission.

b. The Chairperson shall consider requests for assignments from all Commissioners but is
not bound by those requests.

c. The initial appointments shall be made at the January meeting.
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d. The terms of office of all members of all committees shall end the beginning of the
January meeting.

e. A vacancy in a committee shall be filled in the manner of the original selection.

f. To be qualified to be appointment to serve on a committee, a person may or may not be a
Commissioner but must live, own property or work within the boundaries of the
Commission. Each qualified and appointed committee member will be a voting member
on the committee to which he/she serves.

Section 3.
Rules governing each Committee shall follow:

a. The Chairperson shall be ex-officio a member of all committees and may elect to be a
voting member of any committee at any meeting.

b. Each committee shall select a chair, and may select other officers and adopt internal
rules.

c. All Committees shall meet on a monthly basis and report at each Commission meeting.

d. All Committees are required to write a summary of completed activities for the
November Annual Meeting.

Section 4.
The Community Relations Committee shall:

a. Promote the activities and existence of the Commission to the community and other
groups throughout the city;

b. Assist the board of elections with promotion of elections upon request;
c. Distribute a monthly Commission activity fact sheet on Commission activity;
d. Oversee maintenance and development of the Commission website; and,
e. Respond to the general electronic communication with the Commission.
Section 5.
The Zoning Committee shall:

a. Regularly receive, review with each applicant, and make recommendations to the
Commission on all applications for rezoning, variances, graphics and other zoning
adjustment appeals, and special permits located wholly or partially in the area; and,

b. Shall review, monitor, and approve all requests for demolitions. The decision of this
committee on all such requests is not final until and must be reported to the Commission
at the next regularly scheduled meeting. Upon a motion by any Commissioner, requests
may be reconsidered by the entire Commission and approved by majority vote.

c. Zoning business brought before the Commission must follow Article +V, Section 7.
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Section 6.

An ad hoc committee may be established or dissolved by a majority vote of the Commission. Its
size, powers and duties shall be specified by the creating resolution. Unless otherwise specified,
the term of a special committee shall be one year.

Section 7.

All reports to the Commission shall be delivered by the person chairing the committee (unless
the committee directs otherwise). If a minority of a committee wishes to make a report, it may do
so after the committee reports and as an addition to the report.

Section 8.
Any Commissioner may attend any meeting of any committee as an ex-officio member.
Section 9.

In the event a matter overlaps the area of two or more committees, the Chairperson of the
Commission shall have the authority to assign such issues to a specific standing committee, or
charge two or more of the committees to work as a special combined committee for the issue.

Article VI11. ELECTIONS
Section 1.
The date, location and order of business of Election Day is as follows:
a. Election Day shall be held during the November meeting of each year
b. The Election shall be the first order of business at the November meeting.
Section 2.

Notice of Election Day must be given thirty (30) days before the election, publicizing in at least
one newspaper of general circulation within the Commission boundaries, and by such other
means as may be available and appropriate, a call for candidates, announcing the elections are to
be held, and the places where petitions and copies of the Election Rules may be obtained.

Section 3.
Elections shall be conducted by the following personnel:
a. The Recording Secretary
b. A Poll Watcher to watch and review the ballot distribution, collection and counting.

1. The Poll Watcher is to be motioned and voted upon by the Commission as the
first order of business within the Election business.

2. A Poll Watcher may be any qualified Elector who is not a Commission Candidate.
Section 4.
Elector qualifications are as follows:
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a. Any person eighteen years of age or older who lives, works or owns property within the
Commission boundaries may run for office and vote in the election. Electors need not be
registered with the Franklin County Board of Elections.

b. Provide identification and proof of residence, employment, or property owned within the
Commission boundaries. Such identification may include, but is not limited to a valid
driver's license or state-issued 1D, employment pay stub that shows the name, employer
address and date stamped within thirty (30) days of the election or a property tax bill that
lists the owner’s name, address and most recent tax period. Other identification may be
accepted at the discretion of the majority vote of the Commission, whose determination
shall be final. Affidavits and other sworn statements, by themselves, shall never be
sufficient.

c. Provide identification to the Recording Secretary before they are permitted to vote.
Section 5.
Commissioner Candidate Qualifications are as follows:

a. Any person eighteen years of age or older who lives, works or owns property within the
Commission boundaries may run for office and vote in the election. Candidates need not
be registered with the Franklin County Board of Elections.

b. File a nominating petition for candidacy completed pursuant to the requirements set forth
below, for candidacy with the Election Committee at least thirty days prior to Election
Day.

c. Provide identification and proof of residence, employment, or property owned within the
Commission boundaries. Such identification may include, but is not limited to a valid
driver's license or state-issued 1D, employment pay stub that shows the name, employer
address and date stamped within thirty (30) days of the election or a property tax bill that
lists the owner’s name, address and most recent tax period. Other identification may be
accepted at the discretion of the majority vote of the Commission, whose determination
shall be final. Affidavits and other sworn statements, by themselves, shall never be
sufficient.

d. Provide identification to the Recording Secretary in order to be put in nomination for
voting be the Electorate.

Section 6.
The Petition Procedures and Rules are as follows:
a. All nominations shall be by petition as provided in the Election Rules.

b. Nominating petitions shall be made available by the Recording Secretary upon request as
well as at the September and October monthly meetings prior to Election Day.

c. A person desiring to qualify as a candidate for election to the Commission shall obtain
petitions from the Recording Secretary, and shall at the time of receipt of the petitions,
place on file his or her name, signature, residence address, employer or address of
property owned, and telephone number. Failure to complete this section upon submission
will void this petition.
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Each potential candidate must submit a petition containing valid signatures of at least
twenty-five (25) persons, age eighteen or older, who reside, work or own property in the
Commission.

Each potential candidate must complete and execute the affidavit at the end of the
petition prior to its submission to the Recording Secretary at the location specified by the
Committee.

The petition must be completed and turned in to the Recording Secretary no more than
thirty (30) days prior to Election Day.

If a petition is called into question, the Recording Secretary shall check the validity of the
petition signatures for each potential candidate by attempting to contact a representative
number of petition signers by telephone. If any discrepancies or possible improprieties is
discovered from these contacts, the Recording Secretary shall check all signatures for that
potential candidate for validity in a like manner until either twenty-five (25) valid
signatures are found or the potential candidate's petition is ruled invalid for lack of
sufficient signatures.

If a candidate’s petition meets all of the above rules, then the Recording Secretary shall
certify the candidate named on the petition within five days of the receipt of the petition.

Section 7.

Ballots shall be produced according to the following rules:

a.

The Recording Secretary shall produce and print the ballots.
Each ballot shall list the name of the certified petition candidates

Each ballot shall clearly stat that no more than three (if an Election Day is an odd number
year) or no more than four (if an Election Day is an even number year) candidates on a
ballot may receive a vote and no candidate shall receive more than one vote per ballot.
Any ballot with more than the allotted votes or where one candidate receives more than
one vote will be disqualified.

No political party or other organization shall be named on the ballot.

Section 8.

Voting shall be executed according to the following rules:

a.
b.

Electors must show qualifying identification to the Recording Secretary

Upon such verification, the Elector shall register in the poll book, entering signature,
residence address, place of employment or property owned and residence phone number.

Voting shall be cast by private ballot.

The Recording Secretary shall record the total ballots reproduced and notify the Poll
Watcher.

The Recording Secretary shall distribute the ballots to each qualified Elector with the Poll
Watcher in attendance.
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f. Electors shall vote for no more than the allotted number of votes listed on the ballot and
may not cast more than one vote for the same candidate. Any ballot with more than the
allotted votes or where one candidate receives more than one vote will be disqualified.

g. Electors are to return the completed ballots back to the Recording Secretary upon the
close of the Election period.

h. No person shall engage in any campaigning on the premises of the polling place during
the time the poll is open on Election Day.

Section 9.
The counting of the votes shall be executed according to the following rules:
a. The Poll Watcher shall be in attendance for all of the counting rules and procedures.

b. The Recording Secretary shall total to number of ballots received to ensure that no more
than the number distributed was returned.

c. The Recording Secretary shall list the candidates on a sheet of paper and give each
candidate a mark according to the marks on the ballots.

d. Any ballot with more than the allotted number of candidates voted upon or where one
candidate received more than one vote on a single ballot shall be disqualified.

e. The Recording Secretary shall review the tally and the ballots with the Poll Watcher to
verify accuracy.

f.  Witnesses: A candidate, or an individual or group supporting or opposing any issues or
candidate on the ballot may be represented by a witness in the appropriate polling place.
No witness shall directly or indirectly campaign for issues or candidates on the premises
of a polling place. A candidate shall not serve as a witness to the voting.

Section 10.
The results and winners of each race must follow these rules:

a. The Recording Secretary shall announce the vote totals upon successful review with the
Poll Watcher.

b. The top three (3) candidates if it is an odd number year or the top four (4) candidates if it
is an even number year receiving a plurality of valid votes cast shall be the winners.

c. Inthe event of a tie vote, the relevant ballots shall be recounted, and if the tie vote is
verified, a coin toss shall decide the winner.

d. The Chairperson shall, on behalf of the Area Commission, notify the Office of the Mayor
of the City of Columbus, in writing, within thirty days of election results.

Section 11.

Any disputes in the election results will require a special committee to be formed according to
the ad hoc committee rules in Article V11, Section 86. This special committee will review the
petitions, Elector sign-in sheet and ballots. Rules for the special committee shall be set at the
formation of this special committee.
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Article IX. TRAINING

Section 1.

All Commission members are strongly encouraged to attend area commission training classes
provided by the Department of Neighborhoods.

Section 2.

Newly elected or appointed area commissioners are required to attend the new area commission
training class provided by the Department of Neighborhoods within one (1) year of appointment
or election.

Section 3.

Newly elected Chairpersons, Vice Chairpersons and Zoning Chairpersons are required to attend
two zoning training classes provided by the Department of Neighborhoods and the Department
of Building and Zoning Services within one (1) year of appointment or election.

Article X. PUBLIC RECORDS

Section 1.

The Commissions shall identify a person responsible for maintaining all public records of the
Commission.

Section 2.

All public records shall be retained for the applicable period of time specified by the records
retention schedule for the Department of Neighborhoods. Public records include, but are not
limited to, official meeting minutes, agendas, election materials, zoning application packets, tape
or video recordings of meetings and other correspondence.

Section 3.

The Commission’s records shall be organized and maintained in a manner that they can be made
available for inspection or copying. Upon request, all public records shall be promptly prepared
and made available for inspection to any person.

Article XI. CODE OF CONDUCT

Section 1.

Area commissioners shall conduct themselves in a professional and civil manner. Harassment,
intimidation, or discrimination, as defined in Columbus City Code 2331, in any form will not be
tolerated.

Section 2.

Area commissioners shall treat other area commissioners, developers, and members of the public
with respect and consideration regardless of the other’s opinion, income, homeowner status,
renter status, political affiliation, race, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression,
color, religion, ancestry, national origin, age, disability, familial status or military status.
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Section 3.

Area commissioners, their family members, or business associates shall not benefit financially,
or in any way as a result of their duties as an area commissioner or present the appearance of
impropriety as a result of said duties. Area commissioners shall fully disclose to their area
commission, at the earliest opportunity, information that may result in a perceived or actual
conflict of interest. Area commissioners shall recuse themselves from all participation in any
matters involving a conflict of interest on behalf of said commissioner.

Section 4.

Failure of the Commission to abide by these adopted bylaws may result in the withholding of
funding, the postponement of meetings and operations, or the exclusion of recommendations and
actions to other bodies.

Article VHHEXTT. AMENDMENT
Section 1.

As permitted per C.C. 3109.13, these by-laws may be amended in part or in whole at any
regularly scheduled meeting of the Commission by an affirmative vote of a two-thirds (2/3)
majority of all Commission members provided that the amendments were submitted in writing at
the previous regularly scheduled meeting. The Corresponding Secretary shall file any approved
amendments immediately after its adoption with the City Clerk for publication in the City
Bulletin. Such amendments shall take effect ten (10) days after such publication per C.C.121.05.

RENEWAL OF PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY DECLARATION

In response to the developing community health crisis surrounding COVID-19/Coronavirus and pursuant to
Chapter 775 of the Columbus City Health Code, Chapter 3709 of the Ohio Revised Code, and the contract
between Columbus Public Health and the City of Worthington, Resolution No. 20-08, a declaration of
Public Health Emergency (PHE), to include the cities of Columbus and Worthington, was passed and
issued by the Columbus Board of Health on March 13, 2020.

That declaration automatically terminated on April 12, 2020.

On March 17, 2020, pursuant to Chapter 775 of the Columbus City Health Code and Chapter 3709 of the
Ohio Revised Code, Resolution No. 20-09, authorizing the Health Commissioner to declare a public health
emergency without convening the Board of Health, was passed by the Columbus Board of Health.

Previous renewals of the original Board of Health PHE declaration issued on March 13, 2020 have expired.
The most recent renewal issued 12/25/20 will expire at 11:59pm on Saturday January 23, 2021.
