WHEREAS, Mike Jackson was a compassionate, thoughtful reporter and voice for the residents of Columbus,

WHEREAS, Mike Jackson hosted engaging civic events, including an annual celebration of Dr. Martin Luther
King, Jr., and

WHEREAS, Mike Jackson was born in 1956 in Charleston, West Virginia; and Mike received an Associate
Arts degree in mass communication from West Virginia State College; and

WHEREAS, Mike started his 40-year career in broadcasting at WCHS-AM in his hometown of West Virginia
and was the late evening news anchor for WOAY-TV in Oak Hill, West Virginia; and

WHEREAS, Mike came to Columbus and joined NBC 4 in 1994 and became a longtime evening news host,
anchoring the 6 p.m. and 11 p.m. news and hosting the segment “Better Call Jackson”; and

WHEREAS, Mike has received many awards for his reporting including a first-place award from the National
Association of Black Journalists, four local Emmy nominations, two-second place awards from the Society of
Professional Journalists, and the Lifetime Achievement Award from The Tribute to African American
Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Community was saddened when Mike left the air in January 2019; and

WHEREAS, Mike was known as a beloved storyteller for who fought for answers and results for Central Ohio
viewers; and

AMP approved the Division of Power’s (DOP)
plan to use the 2022 grant award funds to offer smart thermostats at no or low cost to customers in connection
with the ongoing Enhanced Meter Project (670500-100000). Expenditures of prior year EcoSmart Grant Funds
contributed to DOP’s SMART Street Lighting Project and payment relief programs.
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ORD 1219-2018 authorized the acceptance of the 2017 EcoSmart Choice Sustainability Grant. The Division of
Power’s application included a power payment relief program for economically disadvantaged customers and
appropriated $147,684.00 for this purpose. ORD 1309-2020 reallocated funding from other EcoSmart Choice
grants into the payment relief program. The program invoices monthly and is nearing completion. However,
between the most recent invoices, customer applications were approved in amounts greater than the available
funding remaining on the grant. The Department intends to honor these applications prior to closing out the
grant, and AMP approved transferring the necessary funds from the 2022 EcoSmart Choice Award for smart
thermostats.

2. FISCAL IMPACT

Funding in the amount of $2,485.24 needed for the balance of payment relief program applications is available
and appropriated within Fund 6316, Electricity Grants Fund, Grant #G602100. It is necessary to cancel
appropriation in the amount of $2,485.24 in G602100, transfer cash in the amount of $2,485.24 from G602100 to
G601800, and then appropriate $2,485.24 in G601800 to align cash and appropriation with the proper grant.

As aresult of the funding transfer, $2,485.24 of the $101,536.31 2022 EcoSmart Choice program year award
will not be available for the smart thermostats and will instead cover the deficit for the final payment relief
program customers.

The Department of Development advertised RFQ014458 on Vendor Services in December 2019 for hotel
services for the Lead Safe Columbus Grant Program. Two bids were received and the Director of

Merging these systems into one
platform should reduce system complexity, increase data and billing accuracy and make it easier for us to
support the system into the future.

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Field Service (OFS) for utilities, which is also developed by Oracle and built to integrate with Oracle CCS. OFS
will replace our current Mobile Dispatching System, CGI’s PragmaCAD. Therefore, due to the benefits of
merging the systems into one platform, it is in the best interest of the City to waive the provisions of competitive
bidding and enter into a contract with Oracle America, Inc. for the customer platform licensing.

1. BACKGROUND

This ordinance authorizes the Director of Public Service to modify a professional services contract with Tran
Products LLC dba Polygon Solutions to add additional funds to augment the original scope of services for the
Infrastructure Asset Management and Geospatial Services Program.

Ordinance 2832-2022 authorized the Director of Public Service to enter into a professional services contract
with Tran Products LLC dba Polygon Solutions in an amount of up to $410,085.00 for the Infrastructure Asset
Management and Geospatial Services Program. This project intends to establish a professional services task
order for automating the pavement management process, geo-locating maintenance agreements, developing a
Street Network Roadway Manual, asset inventory data clean up services and conducting training on ESRI
Roads and Highways, and the Feature Manipulation Engine (FME).

1.1 Amount of additional funds to be expended: $346,330.00

This ordinance authorizes the Director of Public Service to modify the contract in the amount of $346,330.00.

The original contract amount: $ 410,085.00 (PO357286, Ord. 2832-2022)
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The total of Modification No. 1: $ 346,330.00 (This Ordinance)
The contract amount including all modifications: $ 756,415.00

1.2 Reasons additional goods/services could not be foreseen:

This is a planned modification that necessary to add additional funds to augment the original scope of services
for the Infrastructure Asset Management and Geospatial Services Program. The deliverables described in this
contract modification are designed to meet the City of Columbus’s requirements for:

Improved road inventory data quality

Alignment of City of Columbus roadway data, DDTI data and ODOT road inventory.
Streamline road inventory management between Roads and Highways and LBRS data
Creation of an enterprise intersection dataset

Develop a process to ensure LRS data validations

1.3 Reason other procurement processes are not used:
Since Polygon solutions has already performed the first phase of this project and has an extensive knowledge of

our Asset Management and Geospatial Services Program, it is in the best interest of the city to modify this
contract with Polygon Solutions in order to avoid having to duplicate efforts thereby costing the City extra funds
to implement.

1.4 How cost of modification was determined:
The cost of this contract modification is consistent with the direct labor, overhead, and profit rates established

within the original proposal/contract as negotiate during the RFP/RFQ process.

2. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE
The contract compliance number Tran Products LLC dba Polygon Solutions is CC003126 and expires
08/09/2024.

3. FISCAL IMPACT
Funding in the amount of $346,330.00 is available within the Street Construction Maintenance and Repair Fund
(2265). Funds are appropriated.

4. MINORITY AND WOMAN OWNED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE & SMALL LOCAL BUSINESS
ENTERPRISE PROGRAM
This contract was bid with an anticipated City of Columbus MBE/WBE Program goal of 12% as assigned by

the City’s Office of Diversity and Inclusion (ODI). After ODI’s review of the Utilization Plan and other related
information the contractor submitted with their bid response, ODI has approved an MBE/WBE Program goal of
50% for this contract. Failure by the contractor to meet this goal subjects the contractor to the Penalties for
Non-Compliance as described in the “City’s Minority and Women-Owned Business Enterprise & Small Local
Business Enterprise Program Manual” and in the “City of Columbus MBE/WBE Program Special Provision”

that were part of the bid documents for this contract.

5. EMERGENCY DESIGNATION
The department requests emergency designation for this ordinance so that work can continue developing the

asset management and geospatial computer systems so that they can be put into service as quickly as possible
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for the immediate preservation of the public health, peace, property, safety and welfare of the traveling public.

To authorize the Director of Public Service to modify a contract with Tran Products LLC dba Polygon Solutions
in connection with the Infrastructure Asset Management and Geospatial Services Program; to authorize the
expenditure of up to $346,330.00 from the Street Construction Maintenance and Repair Fund; and to declare an
emergency ($346,330.00)

WHEREAS, contract no. PO357286 with Tran Products LLC dba Polygon Solutions in the amount of
$410,085.00 was authorized by ordinance no. 2832-2022; and

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to modify the contract in an amount up to $346,330.00 and provide
additional funds for the Infrastructure Asset Management and Geospatial Services Program; and

WHEREAS, funding for this expenditure is available in the Street Construction Maintenance and Repair fund;
and

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operation of the Department of Public Service in that it is
immediately necessary to authorize the Director to modify a contract with Tran Products LLC dba Ploygon
Solutions to continue developing the asset management and geospatial computer systems so that they can be put
into service as quickly as possible, all for the immediate preservation of the public health, peace, property, safety
and welfare; and NOW THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS:

SECTION 1. That the Director of Public Service be, and hereby is, authorized to enter into a contract
modification with Tran Products LLC dba Polygon Solutions at 5500 New Albany Road, Columbus, Ohio 43054,
for the Infrastructure Asset Management Geo-Spatial Professional Services project in an amount up to
$346,330.00.or so much thereof as may be needed, in accordance with the plans and specifications on file in the
Department of Public Service, which are hereby approved.

SECTION 2. That the expenditure of $346,330.00, or so much thercof as may be needed, is hereby authorized
in Fund 2265 (Street Construction Maintenance and Repair fund), Dept-Div 5901 (Public Service Director’s
Office), in Object Class 03 (Services) per the accounting codes in the attachment to this ordinance.

SECTION 3. Funds are hereby deemed appropriated and expenditures and transfers authorized to carry out
the purposes of this ordinance and the City Auditor shall establish such accounting codes as necessary.

SECTION 4. That the City Auditor is authorized to make any accounting changes to revise the funding source
for all contracts or contract modifications associated with this ordinance.

SECTION 5. That the City Auditor is hereby authorized to transfer the unencumbered balance in a project
account to the unallocated balance account within the same fund upon receipt of certification by the Director of
the Department administering said project that the project has been completed and the monies are no longer

required for said project.

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ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure and shall take effect and be in force from and after its

BACKGROUND: This legislation is needed in order for the City to pay the Ohio Water Development
Authority (OWDA) loan fee for a Division of Sewerage and Drainage capital project receiving funding through
the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency’s Water Pollution Control Loan Fund (WPCLF) which is
administered by OWDA. The loan fee has been invoiced for the following project which was awarded WPCLF
loan financing at the September 28, 2023 Ohio Water Development Authority Board meeting:

Inflow Redirection - Kerr/Russell project (CIP# 650790-113180); Loan amount: $6,973,087.14; Loan Fee:
$24,406.00.

This Sanitary System Engineering Section project (identified in Section 1) has been approved for financing
through the Ohio Water Pollution Control Loan Fund (WPCLF) and authorized via Ordinance 3120-2022 which
passed December 12, 2022.

The Water Pollution Control Loan Fund (WPCLF) loan program is jointly administered by the Ohio EPA
Division of Environmental and Financial Assistance and the Ohio Water Development Authority (OWDA). The
WPCLF provides below-market interest rate loans for municipal wastewater treatment improvements.  The
interest rate for this loan is 2.70%.

FISCAL IMPACT: $24,406.00 is needed for Loan Fee expenditures.

CONTRACT COMPLIANCE: Ohio Water Development Authority (31-6402047-207) is not contract
compliant as it is a governmental agency (State of Ohio).

EMERGENCY DESIGNATION: The City is required to pay the OWDA loan fee upon the execution of the
loan agreement. The loan agreement was approved by the OWDA Board on September 28, 2023. The
executed loan agreement along with the loan fee invoice has been generated for payment by the City and
received October 16, 2023. Loan Fund Payment Requests to pay the contractor for construction work on this
project cannot be processed until the loan fee is paid in full. An emergency designation is therefore requested in
order to meet the payment obligations of the construction contract and to ensure the project does not incur work
stoppage and associated costs due to delayed invoice payment.

To authorize the Director of Public Utilities to pay the Water Pollution Control Loan Fund Loan Fee to the Ohio
Water Development Authority for the Inflow Redirection - Kerr/Russell Project loan; to authorize the
expenditure of $24,406.00 from the Sewerage System Operating Fund; and to declare an emergency.
($24,406.00)
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WHEREAS, on September 28, 2023 a Division of Sewerage and Drainage project was approved for below
market-rate interest financing through an Ohio Water Pollution Control Loan Fund loan through which said
financial assistance will help to reduce the total project costs to the City's sewerage customers; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to authorize the Director of Public Utilities to pay the requisite Loan Fee to the
Ohio Water Development Authority payable upon the delivery of the executed loan agreements which were
received on October 16, 2023; and

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operation of the Division of Sewerage and Drainage,
Department of Public Utilities, in that it is immediately necessary to authorize the Director of Public Utilities tc
pay the loan fee on the earliest practicable date in order to process fund payment requests for incurred project

BACKGROUND: The City’s Department of Public Service (“DPS”) is performing the Georgesville at Hall
Road Intersection Improvements Project (PID 104704) (Project No. 530086-100041) (“Public Project”). The
City must acquire certain fee simple title and lesser real estate located in the vicinity of Georgesville Road and
Hall Road (collectively, “Real Estate”) in order for DPS to timely complete the Public Project. The City passed
Ordinance Number 2547-2021 authorizing the City Attorney to acquire the Real Estate. Furthermore, the City
also adopted Resolution 0042X-2023 establishing the City’s intent to appropriate the Real Estate. The City’s
acquisition of the Real Estate will help make, improve, or repair certain portions of the public right-of-way
located within the City of Columbus which will be open to the public without charge.

The City Attorney, pursuant to Columbus City Code, Section 909.03, served notice to all of the owners of the
Real Estate of the (i) Public Project’s public purpose and necessity, and (ii) adoption of Resolution 0042X-2023.
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However, the City Attorney was unable to either locate some of the Real Estate’s owner(s) or agree with some
of the Real Estate’s owner(s) in good faith regarding the amount of just compensation.

CONTRACT COMPLIANCE: Not applicable.

FISCAL IMPACT: Funding to acquire the Real Estate is available through the Streets and Highways GO
Bond Fund, Fund Number 7704 pursuant to existing Auditor’s Certificate ACDI002087-10.

EMERGENCY JUSTIFICATION: Emergency action is requested in order to acquire the Real Estate and
allow DPS to timely complete the Public Project without unnecessary delay in order to meet the right-of-way
clear date of February 16, 2024, which will preserve the public peace, health, property, safety, and welfare.

1. BACKGROUND
This ordinance authorizes the Director of the Department of Public Service to enter into agreements with and
provide funding to the Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) for the FRA-70-22.85 (Far East Freeway
Phases 2&3) project, PID 98232.
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The aforementioned effort encompasses various improvements including: installing additional westbound lanes
on [-70, reconstructing the I-70 WB to 1-270 NB ramp, and upgrading the I-70/Brice Road interchange.

Ordinance 1707-2023 previously authorized the Director of Public Service to grant consent and propose
cooperation with ODOT relative to the FRA-70-22.85 (Far East Freeway Phases 2&3) project, PID 98232.
The purpose of this legislation is to enable the Department of Public Service to satisfy its administrative and
financial obligations related to that effort by authorizing: 1) the execution of a contribution agreement or other
instrument, and any amendments or modifications thereto, between the Department of Public Service, acting
through its director, and ODOT, and 2) the encumbrance and expenditure of up to $5,000,000.00 to support
completion of the project.

2. FISCAL IMPACT

Funding in the amount of up to $5,000,000.00 is available within the Streets and Highways Bond Fund within the
Department of Public Service to support the local share of estimated construction costs; however, the final cost
to the City may vary based on the results of the competitive bidding process administered by ODOT. An
amendment to the 2023 Capital Improvement Budget is necessary for the purpose of providing sufficient
spending authority for the aforementioned expenditure.

3. MINORITY AND WOMAN OWNED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE & SMALL LOCAL BUSINESS
ENTERPRISE PROGRAM

ODOT is a political subdivision of the State of Ohio. As such, City of Columbus MBE/WBE/SLBE program
requirements are not applicable.

4. EMERGENCY DESIGNATION

Emergency action is requested to enable the Department of Public Service to execute and return the necessary
contribution agreement along with the requisite payment to ODOT on or before December 8, 2023, in order to
maintain the project schedule established by ODOT and to promote highway safety.

Emergency action is requested to immediately reimburse LLCHC for expenses incurred acquiring property
located at 1560 South High Street to continue existing operations.

WHEREAS, City Council previously passed continued military leave with pay for City employees who have
been, or may be called to perform service in the uniformed services pursuant to an order by the President of the
United States, because of an act of Congress, or because of an order to perform duty issued by the governor
pursuant to Ohio Revised Code §5919.29: and

WHEREAS, City Council desires to extend that benefit through this ordinance indefinitely and to remain in
effect unless updated or modified through legislative action of this body; and

WHEREAS, City Council desires to maintain health and life insurance benefits for affected employees and
their beneficiaries; and

WHEREAS, the City is desirous of supporting and assisting those City employees and their families who have
been or will be financially burdened by the employee being called to perform service in the uniformed services
by continuing affected employees in military-leave-with-pay status for the period designated in the order or act
under competent authority, and for the duration of service in the uniformed services; and

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operation of the City of Columbus in that it is immediately
necessary to continue such financial assistance to affected employees and beneficiaries to avoid a lapse in
benefits, thereby preserving the public health, peace, property, safety and welfare; Now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS:
Section 1. That salaries and wages be paid to affected employees in accordance with federal and state law,

management compensation plans, and/or the respective collective bargaining agreements in order to keep
employees in paid status beyond the initial period of military leave with pay for the ensuing year effective
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November 23, 2020 and for the duration of the employee's service in the uniformed services, less whatever
amount such employee may receive as military basic pay for the applicable year as published and maintained by
the Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS), available at https://www.dfas.mil.

Section 2. That the health and life insurance provided to City employees, pursuant to federal and state law, the
various management compensation plans, and/or collective bargaining agreements between the City of
Columbus and the Fraternal Order of Police, Capital City Lodge No. 9; International Association of Fire
Fighters, Local 67; American Federation of State, County and Municipal Employees Local 1632 and Local 2191;
Communications Workers of America Local 4502; the Fraternal Order of Police/Ohio Labor Council, Inc. be
continued in full force and effect subject to the same definitions, limitations, and exclusions as are found in the
above-referenced federal and state law, collective bargaining agreements, and/or management compensation
plans as well as those contracts and agreements between the Department of Human Resources and the various
insurance providers, for those City employees who have been or may be called to perform service in the
uniformed services for the ensuing year effective November 23, 2020.

Section 3. That affected City employees remain liable for their regular monthly premium payments, which can
be paid as due or held in abeyance and paid in total upon return to City service. If such funds are not paid as
herein provided, the amount of unpaid monthly premium payments may be withheld from an employee's final
pay check.

(B) “Service in the uniformed services” means the performance of duty, on a voluntary or involuntary
basis, in a uniformed service, under competent authority, and includes active duty, active duty for
training, initial active duty for training, inactive duty for training, full-time national guard duty, and
performance of duty or training by a member of the Ohio organized militia pursuant to Chapter 5923 of

WHEREAS, the staff of Columbus Public Health has traditionally provided licenses and conducted inspections for all
food service operations and retail food establishments within the City of Columbus; and,

WHEREAS, the staff of Columbus Public Health recommend the following food service operation and retail food
establishment license and facility layout & equipment specification review fees to recover current costs of the food
