


Columbus Commons 5 

Exit the Columbus Commons on Rich St 

Head west on Rich St  

Turn right (north) on Civic Center Dr 

Turn right (east) on Broad Street 

Turn left (north) on Front St 

Turn left (west) on Long St 

Turn right (north) on Marconi Blvd 

Turn left (west) on Spring St 

Turn right (north) on West St 

Turn left (west) on the sidewalk at the north end of McFerson Commons, staying off of Nationwide Blvd 

Turn left (south) on John H McConnell Blvd using the east side of the street 

Turn right (west) on Spring St 

Turn left (south) on Hanover St 

Turn left (east) on Long St 

Turn right (south) on Marconi Blvd 

Continue south on Civic Center Dr 

Turn left (east) on Rich St 

Continue on Rich St back to Columbus Commons

Course Maximum Capacity 
2,500 Participants (over 2,500 requires additional fencing on McConnell Blvd) 

 
Park Rental / Misc. Fees 

Street Closure: $100 (start and/or finish line on Rich St between High St and 3rd St) submission of 
the Block Party/Street Closure application required. 

  
Parking Meters on Course  

120 Total 
33 North side of Rich St from Third St to Civic Center Dr 
11 East side of Civic Center Dr from Town St to Broad St 
11 West side of Marconi Blvd from Broad St to Long St 
6 East side of Marconi Blvd from Broad St to Long St 
3 West side of Marconi Blvd from Long to Spring 
7 East side of Marconi Blvd from Long to Spring 
7 North side of Broad St from Civic Center Dr to Front St 
2 East side of Front St from Broad St to Long St 
14 West side of Front St from Broad St to Long St 
7 North side of Spring St from Neil Ave to Hanover St 
19 South side of Long St from Hanover St to Neil Ave 

  
Removal of parking meters from service is not required.  However, meters in service will allow 
cars to be parked on the course, and their departure cannot be prevented during race.  The 
above parking meters can be removed from service by submitting a Parking Meter Request 
form. 

 
Notifications 

Race organizer is required to distribute written notifications to all residents and businesses 
along the course at least 15 days prior to the race.

Traffic Control Devices
