Incident Summary:  On Wednesday 6-3-2020 at 10:08 pm Columbus Police Officers were called to 304 S. 

Central Ave. on the report of a triple shooting.  Upon arrival Officers found Victim 1 with a gunshot wound 

to the left hand.  Victim 1 was transported to OSU Main Hospital in stable condition by CFD Medic 17.  

Officers found Victim 2 with a gunshot wound to the buttocks.  Victim 2 was transported to OSU Main 

Hospital in stable condition by CFD Medic 10.  There was a third victim,  a James Pyles, a male white 46 

years old who’s outer clothing was grazed along the groin area but no skin was struck by the bullet and 

refused medical treatment.  Detectives interviewed the victims and numerous witnesses who stated  3-5 

male blacks in a small four door black car with tinted windows were in a disagreement with some kids 

that were riding mini motor bikes in the alley which led to the shootings.  Anyone with information 

regarding this incident is asked to contact Columbus Police Felony Assault Detective Stubblefield  #2259 

at 614-645-4141 or central Ohio Crime Stoppers at 614-461-TIPS(8477). 
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
