Various members of the public expressed several concerns including: intersection safety, increased traffic, operational concerns and questioned the appropriateness stating that it is not in character with the surrounding area. 

Mr. Chappelear made a motion to approve the application, seconded by Mr. Gupta. The motion to approve the application failed by a 3-3 vote. Mr. Paul, Mr. Herskowitz and Mr. Lachey voted due to the applicant not meeting the city standard for the amount of parking on site and the impact that the development would have on the surrounding area.
