On Wednesday December 20, 2017 at approximately 7:52 p.m., the Columbus Division of Police received
a call and were requested to respond to 2031 Lockbourne Rd. (Dawghouse Bar). Initial information
indicated that a person was shot. A male victim was later located near Studer and Reeb approximately a
half block northwest of the initial scene. The victim was transported to Grant Medical Center in life
threatening condition. The victim succumbed to his injuries and was pronounced at 8:43p.m. The victim
has not been identified at the time of this Media Release. No suspect(s) or motives known at this time.
