Incident Summary: On March 28, 2021, at approximately 5:27 p.m., Columbus Police Patrol officer were
dispatched to a local area hospital on a walk-in juvenile shooting victim. Upon arrival, contact was made
with the fourteen (14) year old juvenile victim who was suffering from a single gunshot to the chest. The
victim stated that at the time of the incident, he and another fourteen (14) year old juvenile were inside of
5234 Spencer Ct. playing with a handgun they found at the time of the incident. The juvenile victim
explained that as they were playing with the firearm, his friend unintentionally pulled the trigger causing
the handgun to discharge. The juvenile victim stated that after the incident, he was transported by a
friend to a local area hospital where he was treated for his injuries. The victim is expected to make a full
recovery from his injuries.
