Incident Summary:   
On Tuesday, July 20, 2021, at 7:34PM, Columbus Police Officers were called to the area of Columbian 
Ave. and Sullivant Ave. on a report of a shooting.  On arrival, officers found 30-year-old Billy Sanders in 
the 400 block of Columbian Ave. suffering from an apparent gunshot wound.  CFD Medic 17 transported 
Sanders to Grant Medical Center in critical condition, where he was pronounced deceased at 1:19AM. 
 
The investigation revealed that Sanders and an unidentified male were arguing when a shot was fired, 
fatally wounding Sanders.  After firing the shot, the unidentified male fled the scene.
