Incident Summary:  On 10/17/2021 at approximately 5:07pm, Columbus Police Officers responded to the 
2800 block of Noe Bixby Rd on the report of a vehicle that had been shot up. The Officers arrived to find 
two victim had been struck by the gun fire. Shakiyla White was transported to an area hospital in stable 
condition, while the second victim was transported to a different hospital in stable condition as well. It is 
still unclear of what caused the suspect to shoot into a vehicle with 6 people in it.  The shooting 
occurred on Refugee Road in front of the entrance of Nafgzer Park which has a Noe Bixby Road address.  
The roadway near the entrance to the park is approximately halfway between S. Hamilton Rd. and Noe 
Bixby Rd., where the shooting occurred 
 
The only information at this time was a grayish car pulled up beside of the victim's vehicle and fired 
several bullets into the vehicle.

The suspect has been identified as Breanna M.L. Watkins.  An Arrest Warrant for Ms. Watkins has been 
filed.
