Incident Summary:  On above listed date and time, two suspects entered the N. High St. business.  The 
first suspect entered the business pretending to be a customer, dressed in a black and blue hoody. The 
second suspect entered, dressed in a white Air Jordan hoody.  The robbery began when the second 
suspect brandished a firearm, pressing it against the clerk’s head and threatening to kill him.  While the 
clerk was held at gunpoint, the first suspect emptied the cash register.  The suspects fled the business 
on foot with a small amount of cash.
