Incident Summary:  ****The victim of Homicide 2022-0104 has been identified as Gavin Osborne M/W/21.  
Next of Kin notification has been completed.  This incident is being investigated as a possible self-
defense and will be forwarded to the Franklin County Prosecutor's Office for final Grand Jury 
consideration.**** 
 
At 12:53 AM on September 25, 2022, patrol officers responded to a reported shooting in the 1200 block of 
E. 18th Av. Upon arrival, the officers located the unidentified adult victim, who was suffering from a 
gunshot wound. The victim succumbed to his injuries and was pronounced deceased at 1:02 AM by 
Columbus Fire medics. A person of interest was detained at the scene and is cooperating with the 
investigation.  The victim's identity will be released upon confirmation and notification of Next of Kin. 
 
This incident remains under investigation.
