Incident Summary:  ***Update:  The victim has been positively identified and his next of kin are aware of 
this incident.*** 
 
On November 4, 2022, at approximately 7:28am, officers were dispatched to a shooting in the 1600 Block 
of N 4th St.  Officers arrived at scene and found the victim suffering from an apparent gunshot wound.  
Officers rendered aid until CFD Medic #7 arrived and transported the victim to a local hospital, in critical 
condition.  Due to the severity of the injuries, the homicide unit is handling this investigation.  An update 
will be sent when the victim has been positively identified.
