Incident Summary:   
On June 6, 2023, at 10:36 PM, Columbus Police officers were dispatched to the 4800 block of Glendon 
Rd. to investigate a Domestic Violence complaint. Upon arrival, the officers located an adult female, 
identified as H.A., F/B/50, and an adult male, identified as KWABENA AMOAKO, M/B/49, both suffering 
from gunshot wounds. Columbus Fire medics arrived and transported H.A. to a local hospital in life-
threatening condition. AMOAKO was pronounced deceased at the scene by Columbus Fire medics at 
11:05 PM.  
 
Because of the severity of injuries sustained by H.A., the Columbus Police Homicide Unit is investigating 
this incident. The preliminary investigation revealed AMOAKO shot H.A. before fatally shooting himself.
