ROUGH SUPPRESSION Relocating or replacing 20 heads or less  
on existing system  
(arm overs and drops – no new piping)

ROUGH SUPPRESSION New or existing systems for drywall ceiling 
areas up to 20 heads prior to scheduling 
HYDRO test.
HYDRO test still required

ROUGH SUPPRESSION New piping to verify pipe labeling and sizing 
prior to painting and scheduling Hydro test.

LIMITED AREA  
(system working pressure)

In non-sprinklered buildings, consisting of 
20 heads or less, generally connected to a  
domestic water supply, Provides limited  
protection for a specific area

(200 PSI for 2 hours)
