I have read Section 3307.09, Variances by Board, and believe my application for relief from
the requirements of the Zoning satisfies the four criteria for a variance in the following ways:

Fifth Third Bank currently owns the subject property, which is located at 4080 North High
Street. Prior to the start of the proposed project, Fifth Third completed their market research
and determined the required minimum building size, drive-thru demands, and minimum
number of associate parking spaces. The proposed project improvements are limited by the
site depth, site area, and elevation change across the site. In order to efficiently use the site,
Fifth Third proposes pushing the building and parking as close as possible to the new right-of-
way line. With the building and parking closer to the right-of-way, access to the drive-thru is
via an access drive around the east side of the building. Without the access drive, a drive-
thru would not be possible, and therefore, the project would not be possible. Furthermore,
the required number of parking stalls by Fifth Third limits the area between the parking and
right-of-way line.

Without the requested variances the project would experience a significant hardship.
Furthermore, the proposed variance request will not adversely impact the adjacent properties,
and we believe the project will benefit this stretch of High Street.

1. Code Section 3312.21A2: Per stated code, a landscape island shall have a
minimum of 145 square feet in area such that the tree shall be surrounded by a
minimum radius of four feet of soil area. The proposed Iandscapmg islands and
peninsulas do not meet the area requirement.

2. Code Section 3312.21B: Per stated code, the parking setback shall be landscaped
with plant material to screen automobile headlights, etc. Fifth Third Bank is proposing
not to have the required screening along High Street.

3. Code Section 3312.27: Per stated code, the front landscape buffer shall be 25 feet.
Fifth Third Bank is proposing to decrease the parking set-backs to 1 foot along High
Street and 4.2 feet along Glenmont Avenue.

4. Code Section 3312.49: According to Table (2) and a retail land use of less than
10,000 square feet, the minimum and maximum number of parking spaces permitted
is 20 and 24 respectively. Fifth Third Bank is proposing to increase the maximum
number of parking spaces to 29.

5. Code Section 3356.11: Fifth Third Bank is proposing to decrease the building set-
backs from 60 feet to 12 feet along High Street.

RELEVANT DATA

e The site is developed with a building which housed offices for a used car lot and an office
building. Originally, the car lot site was developed as a service station. Most other nearby uses
include office buildings and single-family dwellings.

e The applicant is proposing to raze the former service station and neighboring office building in
order to combine the sites and develop it with a bank.

e Section 3356.11 requires the building setback to be a minimum of 60 ft. from the High St. right-of-
way, while the applicant proposes a building setback of 15 ft. Section 3342.07 provides that a
minimum of 23 stacking spaces be provided for four pick-up units, while the applicant proposes
17 stacking spaces. Section 3342.18 requires a minimum parking setback of 10 ft., while the
applicant proposes a setback of 4.24 ft. along Glenmont Ave. and 6.5 ft. along High St.

» One existing structure to be razed is constructed over a box culvert. This is why the building
setback is the subject of a variance, since the applicant does not want to build over top of that,
again.

e This site is not within an area governed by an Urban Commercial Overlay district.



e The Transportation Division (Planning & Operations) is requesting a right-of-way dedication of 60
ft. from the center line of N. High St. and an adjustment of the orientation of the "Do Not Enter"
signs to be slightly angled to the north and south so they are visible from vehicles travelling along
N. High St.

e A recommendation by the Clintonville Area Commission has not been received, as of this report.

CITY DEPARTMENTS' RECOMMENDATION: APPROVAL

SUMMARY OF POSITION AND OUTSTANDING ISSUES, IF ANY:
This is a request to re-develop two adjoining properties from an auto dealership and office
building into a bank. Both of the existing buildings would be razed. A building setback variance
is requested so that the new bank building does not have to be constructed over top of a box
culvert and to pull the business away from an existing residential use, to the east, which abuts the
property. It also makes the lot 'buildable’, since otherwise, it would be difficult to construct a
building, here.
