Background: This ordinance authorizes the Director of the Recreation and Parks Department to enter into 

contract with CAP-Stone and Associates, Inc. for the Greenways Safety and Stabilization Program Project. 

The contract amount is $235,770.35, with alternates of $76,030.25 and a contingency of $32,000.00, for a total 

of $343,800.60 being authorized by this ordinance.

Columbus Recreation and Parks has built and owns over sixty miles of greenway trails with sections that are in 

various needs of improvement. This project will be the first of a new annual trail improvement program which 

will start with three sections of the Alum Creek Trail. These three sections will be Airport Drive to Nelson 

Park, Wolfe Park, and Livingston Avenue to East Main Street. Work for this project will provide full depth and 

partial depth pavement improvements. The improvement areas were chosen and prioritized based on data 

collected from 311 requests and staff condition reports.

Project is on schedule to be completed by December 2024 and Columbus Recreation and Parks will continue to 

coordinate with Columbus and Franklin County Metro Parks to provide appropriate trail closure and routing 

information to residents.

These loans are available at favorable interest rates, frequently below what the City 

can obtain through a bond sale, and at favorable repayment terms.  The projects to be financed by the OWDA 

Direct Loan program are projects that typically do not meet the eligibility or timeline requirements of the Ohio 

EPA/OWDA loan program, which has more stringent requirements for loans funded through that program.

BACKGROUND:  This legislation seeks to authorize the appropriation and expenditure of up to $1,250,000.00 

of HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) entitlement grants ($756,459.62 from the 2022 grant and 

$9,057.62 from the entitlement portion of  the 2023 grant) and $484,482.76 of program income from the 2023 

grant from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and authorizes the Director of the 

Department of Development to execute a commitment letter and loan agreement and authorizes the city to act 

as a lender and have a promissory note, mortgage, and restrictive convent executed for this project with Elevate 

340 LLC., to construct Elevate 340 project.  The term of the agreement is 30 years with 1% interest.  

Elevate 340 is the newest high-quality, sustainable, and inclusive residential housing solution in Columbus’ 

downtown Discovery District. The development adjacent to Nationwide Children’s Hospital is an attainable 

housing apartment community.  This community will have a mix of 74 three, two, and one-bedroom family units. 

Fifty-five units are to be set aside for families at or below 60% of the AMI. Of the 55 low-income housing tax 

credit units, four are set aside at 30% AMI to serve the formerly homeless through Community Shelter Board 

referrals and rental assistance. Nineteen units are set aside as market-rate to bring together and create 

opportunity for the economically diverse Downtown workforce.

The Elevate 340 site is in a desirable neighborhood, rich in amenities and employment opportunities. Elevate 340 

is uniquely positioned on the corner of Fulton and Grant between major employers including Nationwide 

Children’s Hospital, OhioHealth Grant Hospital, and Franklin University. The location provides close access to 

grocery stores, restaurants, childcare facilities, parks, schools, employment opportunities, health care services, 

and entertainment venues.
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The building will feature five-stories with thirty-three secure on-site parking spaces and bike storage, onsite 

property management, a fitness room, and a large community room for residents. Elevate 340 will obtain LEED 

Silver green certification from the U.S. Green Building council rating system. 

Elevate 340 received confirmation of its CRA eligibility for a 15-year 100% (building) tax abatement. Financing

PROPOSED USE:  Two single-unit dwellings on one lot.

NEAR EAST AREA COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION: Approval.

CITY DEPARTMENTS' RECOMMENDATION:  Approval. The site consists of a single-unit dwelling 

within the R-3, Residential District. The requested Council variance will allow a second dwelling-unit above a 

detached garage (carriage house). A variance is required because the R-3 district does not permit two 

single-unit dwellings on one lot.

BACKGROUND: This ordinance authorizes the Director of the Department of Public Safety to enter into a 

service agreement with Street Smart Rentals, LLC to continue the rental of temporary lights and security 

camera systems to monitor city parks.     

Due to incidents of violence in parks, the City of Columbus entered into an agreement in 2022 with Street Smart 

Rentals, LLC to install temporary and portable lights and camera systems in City parks that are of concern to 

the community and the Division of Police. This ordinance is to enter into a third year of continued monitoring of 

selected Columbus parks.  These lights and camera systems will continue to enhance the Division of Police’s 

ability to actively monitor the parks. If a violent incident occurs in one of the identified locations, these cameras 

will assist in the apprehension of suspects. 

Twenty-five (25) locations for initial deployment were identified by the Division of Police and Recreation and 
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Parks Department utilizing the latest crime data, as well as intelligence from patrol officers and neighborhood 

residents. These systems are mobile, allowing the Division to relocate them to the area of greatest need. 

FISCAL IMPACT: This ordinance authorizes the expenditure of $244,800.00 from the General Fund for this 

contract. 

2023 Expenditures: $480,739.15

2022 Expenditures: $301,625.00

BID INFORMATION: The Department of Public Safety is requesting a Bid Waiver on this contract to 
continue with the vendor that has infrastructure in place at our city parks to continue monitoring without 
interruption.  Street Smart Rentals, LLC was awarded the contract in 2022 when an informal evaluation process 
determined that Street Smart Rentals, LLC was the only provider capable of deploying this equipment to meet 
the time constraints and volume needed. 

EMERGENCY DESIGNATION: Emergency action is requested in order to not interrupt this safety measure 

and keep the deployed temporary lights and security camera systems monitoring city parks. Funds legislated last 

year will soon be depleted.

To authorize the Director of the Department of Public Safety to enter into contract with Street Smart Rentals, 

LLC in order to rent temporary lights and security camera systems for deployment in city parks; to authorize the 

expenditure of $244,800.00 from the General Fund; to waive the competitive bidding provisions of the Columbus 

City Codes; and to declare an emergency. ($244,800.00)

WHEREAS,  it is necessary to authorize the Director of the Department of Public Safety to enter into contract 

with Street Smart Rentals, LLC in order to rent temporary lights and security camera systems for deployment in 

city parks; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Public Safety has determined that it is in the City’s best interest to waive the 

competitive bidding procedures of Columbus City Code Chapter 329 and continue with the vendor who already 

has infrastructure in place at our city parks and can continue crime monitoring without interruption; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to authorize the expenditure of $244,800.00 from the General Fund 1000-100010; 

and

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operation of the Department of Public Safety in that it is 

immediately necessary to authorize the Director of Public Safety to enter into contract with Street Smart

The five-year designation 

provides certain protections to farmers against utility assessment, nuisance civil actions, and land 

appropriation. Courtright Investment Company, LLC has filed an application for renewal for a 10.4 acres 

tract (010-118507) located at 4270 Groves Road. All properties are actively farmed. The application was 

received by the City Clerk’s Office on March 13, 2024. The ORC requires that the City hold a hearing to 

consider the designation within 30 days of receiving an application. A hearing was held on April 12, 2024 at 

which there was no opposition to the applications. The ORC further requires that City Council act on the 

application within 30 days of the hearing. This application would provide one new designation. The 

Administration has reviewed the application and determined that they meet the provisions of the ORC and 

recommends that they be approved.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The designation of an Agricultural District will have no fiscal impact.

To approve the application of Courtright Investment Company, LLC to designate 10.4 acres of farmland at 

4270 Groves Road as agricultural districts pursuant to ORC Section 929.02.

BACKGROUND: Columbus Public Health has been awarded a two-month extension for the HIV Prevention 

Grant Program from the Ohio Department of Health. This ordinance authorizes the Board of Health to accept 

and appropriate an additional $115,955.00 in grant monies to fund HIV Prevention Grant Program, for the period 

of January 1, 2023 through July 31, 2024. The new total award amount is $2,264,815.00. Underlying Ordinances 

for the HIV Prevention Grant Program are referenced in Ordinance No. 3349-2022 and 3470-2023.

The HIV Prevention Grant program enables Columbus Public Health to provide culturally and linguistically 

appropriate HIV counseling and testing/referral; partner counseling; and health education/risk reduction behavior 

modification programs.  Services are provided to residents of Columbus and Franklin County, with special 

emphasis on men who have sex with men, individuals with high-risk sexual contact, youth, and injection 

drug/substance users.

Emergency action is requested to allow the financial transaction to be posted in the City's accounting system as 

soon as possible. Up to date financial posting promotes accurate accounting and financial management to meet 

deliverables required by grantor and reduces the risk of being in forfeiture of grant funds.
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FISCAL IMPACT: The HIV Prevention grant program is entirely funded by the Ohio Department of Health 

and does not generate revenue or require a City Match. ($115,955.00)

 To authorize and direct the Board of Health to accept a two-month grant extension from Ohio Department of 

Health in the amount of $115,955.00 for HIV Prevention Grant Program, for a new total award amount of 

$2,264,815.00, and a new grant period of January 1, 2023 to July 31, 2024; to authorize the appropriation of 

$115,955.00 from the unappropriated balance of the Health Department Grants Fund; and to declare an 

emergency. ($115,955.00) 

WHEREAS, $115,955.00 in additional grant funds have been made available through the Ohio Department of 

Health for the HIV Prevention Grant Program as a two-month extension for the period of January 1, 2023 to 

July 31, 2024; and, 

WHEREAS, it is necessary to accept and appropriate these funds from the Ohio Department of Health for the 

continued support of HIV Prevention Grant Program; and, 

WHEREAS, it is necessary to allow the City Auditor to transfer appropriations between object classes and 

grant numbers for the HIV Prevention Grant Program as needed upon request by the Columbus Public Health 

department to carry out the purpose of the grant; and, 

WHEREAS, an emergency exists in the usual daily operation of Columbus Public Health in that it is 

immediately necessary to authorize the Board of Health to accept these grant funds from the Ohio Department 

of Health and to appropriate these funds to Columbus Public Health due to the grant extension start date of June 

1, 2024, to not delay the funding for essential grant personnel, and for the immediate preservation of the public 

health, peace, property, safety and welfare, and to avoid delay in client services; NOW, THEREFORE, 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS: 

SECTION 1. That the Board of Health is hereby authorized and directed to accept a two-month grant 

extension award of $115,955.00 from the Ohio Department of Health for the HIV Prevention Grant Program, 

for a new total award amount of $2,264,815.00, and a new grant period of January 1, 2023 to July 31, 2024. 

SECTION 2. That from the unappropriated monies and from all monies estimated to come into said fund from 

any and all sources and unappropriated for any other purpose during the grant period ended July 31, 2024, the 

sum of $115,955.00 is hereby appropriated upon receipt of an executed grant agreement to The Health 

Department Grants Fund, Fund 2251, Department of Health, Division 5001, per the account codes in the 

attachment to this ordinance.

This legislation authorizes the Director of Building and Zoning Services to modify and extend the professional 

services contract with RAMA Consulting Group, Inc. for the Zoning Code Update Communications and 

Engagement Assistance for the extension of the contract term end date of May 8, 2024 to May 8, 2025.  The 

initial contract in May 2022 was for a 24-month period and was authorized by Ordinance 1044-2022.  Because 

the project was expected to extend beyond two years, the contract included two optional twelve-month 

extensions, subject to Council reauthorization and additional funding allocation.
