Incident Summary:   
On August 24, 2025, at 4:43 a.m., Columbus Police officers responded to the 300 block of E. 1st Av. on a 
reported shooting. Upon arrival, the officers located two adult victims suffering from gunshot wounds. 
Columbus Fire medics arrived and transported both victims to local hospitals. One victim was treated for 
his injury and released while the other victim is in life-threatening condition. Because of the severity of 
those injuries, the Columbus Police Homicide Unit is investigating. 
  
The preliminary investigation revealed this is a non-intentional shooting between family members. No 
charges have been filed. The investigation continues.
