Incident Summary: ***Update: May 8, 2025, detectives interviewed Angelique A. Bristel, they will talk
with the county prosecutors office to determine what charges would be appropriate. Detectives are still

On May 7, 2025, patrol officers were dispatched to the 2000 Block of Mock Rd on the report of a
shooting. As officers were enroute to the location, additional information was aired that an involved
vehicle was stopped in the area of Joyce Ave and Minnesota Ave. Officers found victim #1 and #2 both
suffering from apparent gunshot wounds, both victims were transported to local hospitals. Despite
receiving life saving medical care, victim # 1 was pronounced deceased at 10:05pm by hospital
personnel and victim #2 was listed in stable condition. There were three additional victims, two of which
are juveniles, in the vehicle at the time of the shooting but they were not injured. Next of kin notification
has been made. The circumstances surrounding this incident are under investigation. No suspects
have been identified from this incident.
