Incident Summary:  On November 2, 2025, at approximately 3:34 AM, Columbus Police Patrol officers 
were dispatched to the 1100 block of Wildwood Avenue on report of a shooting. Officers arrived at the 
scene and found a female, later identified as Ms. Shakeilah White, suffering from an apparent gunshot 
wound. CFD Medic 20 personnel arrived and transported the victim to a local hospital in critical 
condition. Despite all efforts by medical personnel, Ms. White was pronounced deceased at 4:01 AM. 
Next of kin has been notified.  
 
At this time, investigators are reviewing evidence to determine the circumstances that led up to this 
incident. A male was detained at scene and charged with Tampering with Evidence and weapons related 
charges.
