Incident Summary:    
On February 23, 2026, at 8:51 AM, Columbus Police officers were dispatched to the 1600 block of Dyer 
Rd. on an unknown complaint. Upon arrival, the officers entered the residence and discovered ADULT 
VICTIM #1, who was unresponsive and injured. ADULT VICTIM #2 was also injured. Jackson Twp. Fire 
Medics arrived and pronounced victim #1 deceased at 9:44 AM. Victim #2 was transported to a local 
hospital in critical condition.  
 
During the preliminary investigation, detectives were unable to interview the surviving victim. This 
appears to be an isolated incident at this residence, and detectives believe a domestic-related assault is 
a possible motive. The investigation continues.
