Incident Summary:  On June 13, 2026, at approximately 3:22pm, patrol officers were dispatched to the 
1400 block of Worthington Centre Dr on the report of shots fired.  Officers arrived at the scene but were 
unable to find a victim.  A short time later, officers were advised a victim had self-transported to a local 
hospital.  Despite receiving life-saving medical treatment, the victim was pronounced dead at 5:11pm.  
Detectives are still working to determine the cause of the shooting.  The victim's name is being withheld 
pending next of kin notification.  
 
Surveillance captured several people in the area at the time of this incident.  Anyone who was in the area 
at this time and has information regarding this incident is asked to call the Columbus Police Homicide 
Unit at (614) 645-4730 or Central Ohio Crime Stoppers at (614) 461-TIPS (8477).
