Incident Summary: On 6-10-26 at approximately 5:16 pm, an adult was operating a black Toyota Corolla 
north on Reynoldsburg New Albany Rd. approaching Stone Shadow Rd.  At the same time a juvenile was 
walking across Reynoldsburg New Albany Rd. from west to east, not in a marked pedestrian crosswalk.  
The Toyota struck the juvenile in the northbound lane of vehicular travel.  The juvenile was transported 
to Nationwide Childrens Hospital in critical condition.  The adult driver was not injured and remained at 
the scene.   
 
 
The Accident Investigation Unit responded to the crash scene and initiated an investigation, which is 
ongoing.
