Incident Summary:  On 4/17/2024, Columbus Police patrol officers responded to the area of E Livingston 
Ave & Kenwick Rd on the report of a shooting.  Officers arrived and found shell casings in multiple 
locations on the ground.  Evidence of a vehicular accident was present at the scene as well.  Officers 
found the incident stemmed from an argument in a nearby parking lot that led to two vehicles (Described 
as a silver car and dark colored sport untility vehicle-SUV) speeding away together.  Gunshots were 
heard shortly afterwards.  No injuries were reported.   
 
Detecitve Altherr #2265 was notified and responded to initiate an investigation.  Multiple parties were 
interviewed and the scene was processed.  The investigation continues.
