Incident Summary:  On 4/3/2024, Columbus Police patrol officers responded to the 6600 block of 
Strathcona Ave. on the report of a person with a knife.  Officers arrived and found an upset female.  This 
female advised she had been attacked several times and held by the suspect since the previous 
morning.  Her children were still in the home.  Officers entered the residence taking the children to 
safety.  The suspect hid, barricaded inside the residence.  After a standoff with Columbus Police, the 
suspect was taken into custody.  
 
This female was 
interviewed and the scene was processed.  The suspect was interviewed and charges were filed.  No 
serious injuries occurred.
