Incident Summary: On May 18, 2024 at approximately 2:35am, Patrol officers responded to the area of
E. 5th Avenue and Summit Street on multiple reports of shots fired. Upon arrival, Officers located
multiple victims suffering from gunshot wounds. Two victims were pronounced deceased at the scene
and one victim was transported to a local hospital where he was pronounced deceased. Two adult
victims, along with an additional adult victim who was transported to a local hospital by private vehicle,
are in various conditions but are expected to survive their injuries. There were a total of 6 gunshot
victims in this incident. The decedents have been identified and the next of kin notifications have been
completed.

The circumstances of this incident are still under investigation by Homicide detectives. No suspect(s)
have been identified at this time.
