On listed date and time the victim was accosted by the male suspect wearing a t-shirt with a skeleton 
graphic. The suspect had long dreads pulled back into a bun.  The dreads were dyed two toned.  The 
suspect was with another male wearing a camo Nike t-shirt, who did not take part in the assault, and is 
considered only a person of interest.   
 
During the incident the victim had a handgun taken from his person by the male suspect wearing the 
skeleton t-shirt.  The suspect was last seen fleeing west, along with the person of interest, from the area 
of Sullivant and S. Terrace Ave.
