Harm Outcomes Rating 1-4:

Judging the likelihood of an occurrence of a hazard over the next 12 months, consider the range of harm outcomes for
vulnerable occupants (risk variables such as elderly, people with disabilities, infants, young children, pregnant women,
asthma, immune-compromising condition). If unit is vacant consider average occupant risk.
