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North Broadway Crossing Safety Enhancement Summary
Because of the anticipated high volume of pedestrians and cyclists
crossing North Broadway when this section of the Olentangy Trail is
completed, the following safety improvements are being installed as part
of the project:
1. High visibility ladder-style pavement markings on the east leg of the 
     intersection.
2. Plaza "queuing areas" on the north and south side of North Broadway
     to provide adequate space for trail users waiting for the crossing 
     signal.
3. Signing - High visibility, oversized LED "No Turn On Red" signs that 
     are activated during the crossing phase when trail users press the 
     pedestrian crossing button.  These signs will activate when the 
     button is pressed to increase visibility, and will also prevent backups
     of vehicular traffic on North Broadway.
4. Raised concrete median constructed within the existing striped area 
     separating the westbound through lanes from the westbound left turn
     lane to slow traffic on North Broadway approaching the intersection.
5. Reboundable plastic pylons on the raised concrete median to further 
     identify the crossing as a high pedestrian area.
6. Enhanced signage in the eastbound and westbound direction 
     including yellow "Trail Crossing" signs.

High visibility, oversized LED "No Turn On Red" signs that are 
activated during the crossing phase when trail users press the 
pedestrian crossing button. These signs will add a significant increase 
in visibility.
Raised concrete median constructed within the existing striped area 
separating the westbound through lanes from the westbound left turn 
lane to slow traffic on North Broadway approaching the intersection. 
Reboundable plastic pylons on the raised concrete median to further 
identify the crossing as a high pedestrian area.
Enhanced signage in the eastbound and westbound direction, 
including yellow "Trail Crossing" signs.
A Leading Pedestrian Interval (LPI) added to the signal timing. An LPI 
will give trail users a three to seven second head start when entering 
the crosswalk before the corresponding green light signal activates for 
motorists.

Plaza "queueing areas" on the north and south side of North Broadway 
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Phase 1 - Pedestrians are given a
minimum of three to seven second
head start entering the intersection.

Phase 2 - Through and turning
traffic are given the green light.
Turning traffic yields to pedestrians
already in the crosswalk.
