PURCHASE ORDER FOR PHARMACEUTICAL DRUGS FOR THE TB CLINIC – 

(Ord. No. 1069-2010) 

The Columbus Health Department operates the Tuberculosis Clinic under a grant received 

from the Franklin County Board of Commissioners.  In order to provide for proper treatment 

and control of Tuberculosis, CHD maintains supplies of various medications for its patients.  

The Purchasing Division entered into a Universal Term Contract (FL004254) with Capital 

Wholesale Drug Company for the purchase of various pharmaceuticals regularly used by the 

Health Department.  This ordinance will establish a blanket purchase order in the amount of 

$50,000.00 in accordance with the terms of the UTC. 

 

 

CONTRACT WITH COUNCIL ON HEALTHY MOTHERS AND BABIES (Ord. No. 

1075-2010) 
The Board of Health has a need to make funds available to contract with Council On Healthy 

Mothers and Babies.  The Council On Healthy Mothers and Babies will provide health 

education/promotional services, support the Local Health System Action Plan, hold public 

forums, meetings, committees, prenatal care committees, and link pregnant women with 

appropriate providers through Pregnancy Care Connection (centralized first PNC appointment 

scheduling system). The contract period is July 1, 2010 through May 31, 2011.  This contract 

will total an amount not to exceed $34,049.     

 

 CFHS WOMEN’S HEALTH SERVICES  (Ord. No. 1092-2010) 

The Board of Health expects to be awarded a grant from the Ohio Department of Health.  This 

ordinance is needed to accept and appropriate $960,000 in grant money and anticipated fee 

revenues and interest earned to fund the Child & Family Health Services grant program, for 
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the period July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.  The Child & Family Health Services (CFHS) 

program coordinates services among agencies that provide perinatal services to children and 

women of childbearing age, including public health nursing services and OIMRI services. 

 

WOMEN’S HEALTH INITIATIVE GRANT – ACCEPT AND APPROPRIATE  

(Ord. No. 1093-2010) 

The Columbus Health Department has been awarded a grant from the Ohio Department of 

Health.  This ordinance is needed to accept and appropriate $240,000 in grant money and 

anticipated fee revenues to fund the Women’s Health Initiative grant program, for the period 

July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.  The Women’s Health Initiative program will allow for 

comprehensive women's health services including family planning.  Eligible patients will 

include women from the CHD Women’s Health Services Program at post partum and women 

who have had a negative pregnancy test through our walk-in pregnancy testing service. 

 

NATIONWIDE CHILDREN’S HOSPITAL – CFHS WOMEN’S HEALTH SERVICES 

(Ord. No. 1094-2010) 

The Board of Health has been awarded grant funds from the Ohio Department of Health to 

fund the Child and Family Health Services (CFHS) Perinatal Program.  The Health 

Department has a need to make funds available for the CFHS program to provide for 

comprehensive pediatric care from Nationwide Children’s Hospital.  This ordinance 

authorizes the Board of Health to enter into a contract with Nationwide Children’s Hospital 

for the provision of comprehensive pediatric care for the CFHS Program, in an amount not to 

exceed $54,730, for the period July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.  Nationwide Children’s 

Hospital has a continuous history of providing comprehensive pediatric care under the CFHS 

program.  Many of the children seen in the perinatal program are indigent, uninsured and in 

need of a high level of pediatric care, and it is necessary that they be provided access to 

comprehensive pediatric care to insure optimal childhood development. 

OHIO STATE UNIVERSITY – CFHS WOMEN’S HEALTH SERVICES (Ord. No. 

1095-2010)      
The Board of Health has been awarded grant funds from the Ohio Department of Health to 

fund the Child and Family Health Services (CFHS) Perinatal Program.  The Health 

Department has a need to make funds available for the CFHS program to provide for high risk 

perinatal care services from the Ohio State University.  This ordinance authorizes the Board of 

Health to enter into a contract with Ohio State University for the provision of high risk 

perinatal care services for the CFHS Program, in an amount not to exceed $109,500, for the 

period July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.  OSU has a continuous relationship of providing 

high risk perinatal care services under the CFHS program.  Many women seen in the perinatal 

program are high risk and uninsured patients, and it is necessary that they be provided access 

to this specialized service. 
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INTERPRETATION SERVICES – CFHS WOMEN’S HEALTH SERVICES (Ord. No. 

1096-2010)       

The Board of Health has been awarded grant funds from the Ohio Department of Health to 

fund the Child and Family Health Services (CFHS) Women’s Health Services Program.  The 

Health Department has a need to make funds available for the CFHS program to provide for 

interpretation services.  This ordinance authorizes the Board of Health to enter into a contract 

with the Ohio Hispanic Coalition for the provision of interpretation services for the CFHS 

Program, in an amount not to exceed $36,442, for the period July 1, 2010 through June 30,
