INITIATIVE: Building on its strong history of collaboration and partnerships, the City of Columbus is implementing the Learning Skills to Lift Neighborhoods (LSLN) grant program to promote workforce development in the construction trades for youth or restored citizens. The program also focuses on transforming vacant and blighted structures or lots into productive parcels.

AWARD INFORMATION:

· $20,000 grants are available per worksite; each application can include a maximum of 2 sites
· Priority will be given for utilization of parcels from the City of Columbus Land Bank

ELIGIBILITY:

· Applicants must be a not-for-profit organization, be able to sign a contract and lease/purchase agreement (if utilizing a land bank lot), obtain insurance and partner with a legally incorporated 501c(3) with the capacity to act as a fiscal agent if necessary.

· Applicants must demonstrate previous experience and capacity in the area of workforce development training for the target populations.
· Applicants must demonstrate site control for each parcel included in the application. 

· Priority given for utilization of parcels from the City of Columbus Land Bank
