Project Description
After the South Side Settlement House (founded 1899) was closed, and the building demolished, some of the services were transferred to the newly renovated Reeb Center. It is expected that many of the neighborhood residents who had frequented the Settlement House would now go to the Reeb Avenue Center. Among the features of the new center are a market and café which are located on the lower level of the building. 

People involved with the renovation, including the Rev. John Edgar of Community Development For All People, felt that the new facility would be more welcoming if it had reminders of the old settlement house. 
Former South Side Settlement Board members and volunteers, Marti Abel , David Hetzler, Donna Bates, and John Sunami were asked to help to determine the material for this project. Using their familiarity with South Side Settlement, archives of photos and written material, and community discussions, they selected what they thought should be included. John Sunami was given the task of creating the final artwork. 
A $1255.00 fund has been budgeted, the money being what was left after the final expenses of South Side Settlement House were paid. This money was entrusted to the Community Development For All People for the purpose of this project. 
Five paintings are planned, each themed to an aspect of South Side Settlement’s philosophy and aspirations. Each painting includes both older and more recent photographs, as well as a descriptive phrase. 
The themes and phrases are: 

Diversity – We celebrate the richness of difference. 

Work – Each of us has the responsibility to work for the good of our neighbors.

Celebration – Sharing experiences and emotions enriches and strengthens community.
Art & Ideas – Creating a community of culture and concern. 

Social Justice – Freedom and Responsibility are inseparable. Conflict and struggle are central to the task of creating community.
Project Fabrication, Installation, Materials and Maintenance

It is expected that the South Side Settlement collage paintings will be completed and installed in the Reeb building by March or April of 2016. The regular building maintenance workers should be able do the installation. 

Installation, and removal (if necessary) of the paintings should be easy to do, as the works will be canvas mounted on stretchers with hanging wires in the back, similar to standard paintings found in homes or offices. The photos are digitized so there will not be anything glued or above the surface of the canvas. The inks and canvas are archival, and the surface will have a final acrylic varnish coating. The paintings will not be framed, the wrapped edges of the canvas being painted for a neat finish. Each of the five paintings measures 38”H x 60”L.
No special maintenance should be needed.
