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Southside Families & Babies Meeting
Community Team
Meeting Notes, 6/17/2014

Community Team Members:  There were 35 people present that represented organizations and residents of Columbus’ South Side.  The sign-in sheet is available upon request.  


I. Welcome & Introductions
a. Nancie called the meeting to order at 6:08 pm.  
b. Introductions were made around the room by the Core Team, followed by all meeting attendees. Attendees included their affiliation with the South Side (SS) in their introduction if applicable.
c. Tiffani Scales introduced the 7 high school youth around the room who are working with CPH and will contribute to the overall voice of the South Side. She encouraged the group to welcome and assist these youth.

II. Announcements and Review 
a. Alex Meyer gave an update on the Greater Columbus Infant Mortality Task Force (GCIMTF).  The next meeting is June 25th at Columbus Public Health where all GCIMTF recommendations will be shared.
b. Nancie Bechtel announced the beginning of the Safe Sleep Campaign which focuses on the ABC’s of safe sleep. All materials are free and group members are encouraged to access them if desired. CPH partnered with ODH in this campaign. 
c. Jamie Sager from Moms2B announced the opening of the program on the South Side. She has flyers available and ready for distribution if group members would like any.
d. Alex Meyer stated the date of the Ohio Infant Mortality Summit in December at the Convention Center. This is open to all who want to attend. 
i. Robyn Taylor is on the planning committee and she is open to suggestions of non-traditional public health partners who might want to attend.  Please talk to her if you have ideas.
e. John Brodek, a community member, announced the beginning of a South Side community garden. He needs help clearing the brush away and is looking for volunteers. All questions should be directed to him.
f. Alex Meyer gave a brief review of the term “life course” and its meaning.
g. Nancie Bechtel reviewed the meaning of the Perinatal Periods of Risk (PPOR) and reminded the group of the PPOR vote in a previous meeting.

h. Robyn Taylor mentioned the harvest of knowledge we have on the South Side and looked at the group’s chosen South Side experiences in relation to social determinants. This adds to the data in that it is our group’s own experience with South Side struggles and needs.
i. Alex Meyer discussed Population Attributable Risk (PAR) and how infant mortality would be affected by altering identified risks.
j. Robyn Taylor reviewed this group’s past learning session on evidence-based infant mortality practices from other cities. She stated that meeting was really a benchmarking of other cities practices around infant mortality. 
k. Alex reviewed the target intervention populations chosen at the last meeting.

III. Upstream: Families
a. Introduction of Categories (please see slides for all categories).
i. After a brief clicker instruction session, all members were ready to begin the voting process.
b. Discuss (15 minutes)
i. Groups engaged in small discussion around the possible intervention to be used with families.
c. Share
i. A question was raised around the options on the displayed PowerPoint slide. Nancie reminded the committee that these were chosen based on other cities’ programs. The South Side intervention will need to be tailored with a focus on low-income residents. The community member was thanked for raising the issue.
ii. Sue Wolfe mentioned the term “holistic approach” but with a realization that conquering all of the South Side’s issues is not feasible or possible.
iii. Many community members verbalized attraction to the idea of “mentorship” because they feel that includes helping the community residents get linked to local resources.
iv. The issue of South Side drug use was discussed (behavioral intervention).
v. Nancie affirmed the group’s desires to fix problems but reminded that planning begins after the intervention topic is chosen. 
vi. Discussion ensued around the many resources offered to the South Side already, including the new John Maloney Health Center.
vii. There was a question around the causes of infant mortality so Anne Trinh briefly reminded the group about the PAR, Social Determinants of Health and the group’s problem map.
1. A community member encouraged the group to come to these meetings faithfully so as to understand the causes.  Community members then began to briefly educate each other on issues that cause infant mortality on the South Side. 
d. Vote
i. At 7:40 voting began. 
ii. A three-way tie occurred between financial literacy, parenting education & mentoring, and community building & civic engagement in voting.
1. The floor was opened for a large group discussion.
iii. A second vote occurred and there was another tie between community building/civic engagement and parenting education/ mentoring. 
iv. A last vote was taken and the community members were decidedly split 50/50 and so both categories were chosen.

*At the close of the vote, the time was nearing 8:00pm and some community leaders needed to leave. With the majority of the community team still present, the group agreed to finish the final vote.*

IV. Downstream: Women of Childbearing Age
a. Introduction of Categories (see slide for more information)
b. Discuss (6 minutes)
i. Small groups convened to discuss the categories.
c. Share
i. Community members did not want to have a large group discussion. They wanted to vote.
d. Vote
i. Perinatal case management won the vote (93%) as the initiative choice.
V. Introduction to Logic Model
a. Tabled until next meeting due to time constraint.
VI. Next Steps
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Tiffani Scales asked remaining community members to fill out interest cards indicating which area (upstream or downstream) they would like to work on.
b. The community team was also informed that CityMatCH would be joining us in July and facilitating our Action Building exercise.
