a. The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm.

a. The group reviewed progress to date.

IV. Review of Upstream and Downstream Interventions
a. Alex Meyer reviewed the definitions of upstream and downstream with examples of each.

V. Review of Tonight’s Process , Voting Procedures, and System Test
a. Tiffani Scales reviewed the night’s tasks.
b. Voting process was reviewed.
c. The group was taught how to use the clickers for the night’s voting process followed by an example vote.
d. It was explained to the group that the information they chose from the previous month’s activity had been organized into population targets and that they would now vote on which population, they would like to move forward with.



VI. Choosing Upstream and Downstream Initiatives
a. Upstream
i. The group visited several posters that explained in further detail the items that resonated with the group from the previous month as well as the items that the group wanted more information on.
ii. After 10 minutes, the group was asked to vote.
iii. Both residents and non-residents voted to work with families.
b. Downstream
i. The group repeated the process but this time with downstream target populations.
ii. After 10 minutes, the group was asked to vote again.
1. Residents voted for teens. 
2. Non-residents voted for all women of childbearing age.
iii. Since a consensus was not reached, the floor was opened for discussion. 
1. Several residents and non-residents voiced their reasoning for voting the way they did. 
iv. A second vote was taken and both groups agreed on women of childbearing age as their downstream target population.
VII. Group Discussion
a. What specific activities would you want to include in our intervention?
i. The group began naming activities such as nutrition and financial literacy.
ii. Due to time, the conversation will be picked up at next meeting.
