Services for the 2018-2019 Ryan White HIV Care Part A grant program, for the period of March
1, 2018 through February 28, 2019, in an amount not to exceed $4,534,378.

To authorize a contract with OSU Internal Medicine, LLC for the provision of physician services
for the TB Clinic, for the period March 1, 2018, through February 28, 2019, in an amount not to
exceed $39,000.

To authorize a contract with Equitas Health, to provide targeted affordable housing assistance for
very low income persons infected with HIV/AIDS living in the Metropolitan Statistical Area of
Central Ohio for the HOPWA grant program, for the period of January 1, 2018 through December
31, 2018, in an amount not to exceed $861,815.
