Neighborhood Pride kicks off its 17th season of beautification with a schedule that includes five
neighborhoods: Brittany Hills, South Side, South Linden, East Hampton and Westland.

Neighborhood Pride is a partnership between residents and the City of Columbus in which
neighborhood groups invite city departments to bring a wide variety of coordinated neighborhood
services into specific areas for a week.

“Neighborhoods are the number one priority of my administration,” said Mayor Andrew J. Ginther.
“Neighborhood Pride is an excellent collaborative program to help restore areas in real, tangible ways.
Cleaner, safer, stronger neighborhoods help spread prosperity to all corners of the city.”

The schedule for 2016 Neighborhood Pride is as follows:

September 19 — 23, 2016
Westland
October 24 - 28, 2016

In Neighborhood Pride’s first 16 years, 89 neighborhoods were serviced, more than 76,553 parcels of
land were inspected, 2,577 streetlights were repaired, 8,892 fire hydrants were painted and 1,459 tons
of bulk trash were picked up. In addition, over 1,000 businesses have given back over $1 million of in-
kind goods and services to their communities through the Neighborhood Pride Partner Program.
