 Purposes 

o Update 2006 Downtown circulation study 

o Plan recommendations of 2010 Downtown Strategic Plan 

o Determine feasibility, tradeoffs, and impacts of implementation. 

 6 Projects – Building Cumulatively 

1. Update 2006 Downtown Circulation Study 

i. Study traffic model to include planning and construction since 2005 

ii. Question: Will modeling incorporate desired mode split (i.e. 10% bikes)? 

iii. Answer: City is discussing with consultant to determine possibilities.  The 

4th and Summit study was modeled this way to some extent. 

2. Determine how and when to implement parking on High St 

i. The entire length of High Street from Brewery District to the Short North 

will be examined for on-street parking potential. 

ii. Heavy COTA involvement 

iii. Determine what changes need to be made to side streets, at 

intersections, and along streets parallel to High Street 

iv. Bike Plan recommendations will be considered 

3. Determine improvements on Front St north of Broad St. 

i. Highly correlated to High St Project 

ii. Must also look at Civic Center 

iii. Potential LeVeque tower improvements 

iv. Includes analysis of Broad St from Belle St to I-71 based on Downtown 

Strategic Plan  

v. Bike Plan recommendations will be considered 

4. Determine removal of existing peak hour parking restrictions 
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5. Analyze remaining one-way streets and determine how to convert to two-way 

i. Candidates: Main/Rich east of High, Long/Spring, Mt Vernon/Naghten, All 

other one-way streets 

ii. Determine which complete street elements and bike plan 

recommendations will be built 

6. Determine phasing 

i. Coordinate with I-70/71 project 

ii. Determine construction phasing of short-term and longer-term projects 

 The determinations out of 2-3 will be made by the end of April 2012, designed through 

end of the 2012, and implemented in 2012. 

 Remaining projects analysis is expected to be completed in Fall 2012 with 

implementation in 2013.  Dates are tentative.
