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Expansion of Payment Services Company to Create 100 New Jobs

Mayor Michael B. Coleman will forward legislation to City Council Monday that would lead to the creation of 100 new jobs while retaining 89 existing jobs. 2Checkout.com, Inc., a worldwide leader in payment services is proposing to expand its corporate headquarters by entering into a 10-year lease agreement and expanding its operations at 1785 O’Brien Road.

“It is because of businesses like 2Checkout.com that Columbus has become known as the best city for jobs in the Midwest,” Mayor Coleman said. “I salute 2CO for investing in our community and for creating jobs for our residents.”

Founded and headquartered in Columbus in 2000, 2CO is a global payments solutions provider servicing approximately 100,000 on-line retailers. The company has five primary lines of business which are recurring billing, consumer care, fraud protection, global affiliates and hosted payments. The company also provides web-based businesses merchant account alternative and a fully automated suite of backend services, including fraud protection, customer care, PCI data storage and multiple payment methods in multiple currencies and languages.The administration is proposing to grant a 25 percent, 5-year Job Growth Incentive to 2CO. 

“Our Development Department is eager to work with businesses to find ways to make Columbus the most attractive place to locate and grow a company,” said Councilmember Zach M. Klein, Development Committee chair. “We will continue to fight for every job to ensure the continued growth of Columbus.”

The project is expected to begin June 2012 with a scheduled time of completion for September 2012.
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
