Green Columbus Fund is a reimbursement grant program that uses financial incentives to encourage sustainable development and redevelopment.  Private businesses and non-profits can apply for grants to either redevelop Brownfield sites or to build green in Columbus.  

To receive reimbursement under this green building component of the Green Columbus Fund the applicant must receive LEED Certification from the Green Building Certification Institute (GBCI) under either the NC, CS ,CI, or EB:O&M rating system.  Additionally, NC, CS, or CI projects must achieve credit for at least 8 of 12 key LEED credits that the City has designated.  EB:O&M projects do not have to meet specific City-designated credits.  The specific amount of reimbursement that can then be granted will vary according to provisions specified in the Program Description.  The range of reimbursement will be from the amount of the direct certification fee paid to CGCI, up to a maximum of triple that fee.

Applicants do not have to wait until the GBCI certification process has been completed in order to submit this application.  If you have begun the process of pursuing LEED certification, or are considering doing so, you are encouraged to contact the Columbus Development Department right away at 645-6330 to explore applying as a first step.
