This project will design and construct a large diameter conduit that will convey combined sewer 

overflow (CSO), along a general alignment beginning in the vicinity of I-670 and Neil Avenue, traveling south along the 

Scioto River to the location of the Jackson Pike Wastewater Treatment Plant.

This project was originally planned to be designed and constructed in four consecutive phases through separately procured 

contracts.  The original scope of services for this contract required the consultant to form and convene a Value Engineering 

Study for the preliminary engineering report.  This study, completed in the Fall of 2006, reviewed and analyzed the 

alternative construction methods for the project, and recommended that the project be constructed using deep sewer tunnel 

technology, due to this alternative's significant cost savings to the City.  The report also recommended that the City 

incorporate the detailed design of all four phases of the tunnel into one contract.  The tunnel technology was recommended 

as a risk and cost reducing alternative.

This contract modification will reallocate the remaining funds of the existing contract balance for purposes of undertaking 

the revised scope of services that will utilize deep tunnel construction methods for all four phases.  The modification will 

include a provision for keeping the local professional engineering consulting firms of EMH&T, Inc.; CH2M Hill, Inc.; 

Prime Engineering, Inc.; and Dynotec Engineering, Inc., as subconsultants, all of which were part of the original contract. 

Division of Sewerage and Drainage engineering personnel anticipate submitting a subsequent contract modification in the 

fall of 2007 for purposes of appropriating the additional, incremental funding required to allow for the incorporation of 

phases 2 through 4.   Prior to submitting this legislation, city engineering, finance personnel and the consultant will 

evaluate detailed cost estimates and funding availability to determine the best, overall project construction scheduling 

option.  This will allow the City and the consultant to establish a completed scope of service and cost estimate for the next 

planned proposed professional engineering services contract modification.

2.  EMERGENCY LEGISLATION:

The Division of Sewerage and Drainage is requesting City Council to designate this ordinance an emergency measure in 

order to allow for the continuation of this work, pursuant to significantly reducing the City of Columbus's largest 

Combined Sewer Overflow (CSO) which occurs at the Whittier St. Storm, per the requirements of the Consent Order, 

executed between the City and the Ohio Attorney General's Office in 2004.

LEED components in this project will include highly efficient lighting, triple paned 

windows, energy efficient HVAC systems, and the use of recycled buildings materials.  LEED also encourages community 

projects, and this will be accomplished by an exterior memorial for FF Maurice Gates of Ladder 10, who was killed in the 

line of duty on September 15, 1982.  In tandem with this new era technology, the new fire station is also designed to meet 

the old era architectural aesthetics of the community, blending in with old Fire Station 10, built in 1896.

Formal bids were solicited on February 6, 2007 and five companies submitted bids on March 19, 2007 as follows (1

The Office of Construction Management recommends the bid award be made to the most responsive and responsible and 

best bidder, Gutknecht Construction Company, Inc.  The three lowest bidders were within 2.39% of each other, after the 

creditable factors found in Columbus City Codes 329.09 were applied.  Using the evaluation criteria as promulgated in 

Columbus City Codes 329.09, the project engineer, the Equal Business Opportunity Commission Office, and the Office of 

Construction Management all ranked Gutknecht Construction Company as the best bidder.  The most notable criteria in 

Gutknecht's favor were its superior performance on past fire stations and LEED buildings.  

EMERGENCY ACTION is requested to ensure the construction of the new fire station begins as soon as possible.

BACKGROUND:  To modify the existing city-wide contract for the option to purchase Geologic Borings & Monitoring 

Wells for the Division of Water.  Formal bids were opened by the Purchasing Office on September 8, 2005. The 

Purchasing Office advertised and solicited competitive bids in accordance with Section 329.06. (Proposal No. SA001720). 

FL002866, with Moody's of Dayton, Inc., dba G.M. Baker & Son was established in accordance with bids received. Their 

contract compliance number is 31-0641203, which expires 10/18/2008.  This contract includes the requirement for 

Prevailing Wage rates.  When the contract was bid, a job class of Well Driller was included in the State of Ohio's 

Prevailing Wage determination.  However, shortly after the contract was complete, the classification of Well Driller was 

eliminated, and merged into a classification which resulted in a 55% increase in direct labor costs.  That increase resulted 

in a 33% price increase for Items 2-30 only of the resulting bid, and is retroactive to December 1, 2005, until the contract 

expiration date of December 31, 2008.  

1.  Amount of additional funds:  The estimated annual expenditure for the contract is $177,500.00. The Division of Water 

must obtain approval to expend from their own budgeted funds for their estimated expenditures.

2. Reason additional needs were not foreseen: The State of Ohio does not send out notification when a job classification is 

eliminated.  The reclassification was not realized until a review by the City's Prevailing Wage Coordinator.



3. Reason other procurement processes not used: The Division of Water is currently in the midst of the geologic 

investigation and well installation projects.  This increase is a direct result of the Prevailing Wage rates, and is beyond the 

control of the contractor.

4. How cost was determined: The price increase is directly attributable to the increase in prevailing wage rates.

FISCAL IMPACT: No funding is required to modify this option contract.  The Division of Water must set aside their own 

funding for their estimated expenditures.

To maintain an uninterrupted supply of service to the City Agency using the Universal Term Contract, this ordinance is be 

submitted as an emergency.
