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CRAIG FINDING WAYS TO SUPPORT SMALL BUSINESSES: Councilmember Hearcel
F. Craig, chair of the Minority and Small Business Development Committee, is sponsoring two
ordinances to help launch small businesses in Columbus. Ordinance 0924-2008 will provide
$729,132 for the Community Capital Development Corporation to offer various loan programs
for small business start-ups. Ordinance 0925-2008 will authorize the Department of
Development to enter into a contract with the Economic and Community Development Institute
(ECDI) for the provision of the Microenterprise Revolving Loan Program. This $100,000
program helps provide training for Columbus residents and working capital for new businesses.
Councilmember Craig also has been invited to participate in the Ohio Department of
Development’s Entrepreneurship Roundtable on June 17" from 1:30-4:30 p.m. at the Riffe
Center. Participants will discuss the challenges facing small business owners and then provide
recommendations to Lt. Gov. Lee Fisher.

BUILDING OFF-LEASH DOG PARKS: After months of public deliberation and planning,
the City of Columbus is scheduled to move forward with the construction of two new dog parks
where owners can take their canines to run off-leash. Recreation and Parks Committee Chair
Priscilla R. Tyson is sponsoring ordinance 0948-2008 to provide the funding for a new dog park
at the Three Creeks Park Sycamore Field on the city’s south side and another at Wheeler Park on
the near north side. These new canine-friendly parks will have signage, gates, and benches.

PURCHASING BULK FUEL: In order to maintain the City’s fleet services, Finance
Committee Chair Kevin L. Boyce is sponsoring ordinance 0884-2008 to authorize the
Department of Finance and Management to issue purchase orders for credit card fuel and to
acquire unleaded gasoline, diesel and bio-diesel fuels in bulk. Columbus saves money on these
purchases by paying a wholesale cost instead of retail.

ADDRESSING AGGRESSIVE PANDHANDLING: Public Safety Committee Chair Andrew
J. Ginther will host a public meeting to discuss proposed code changes to better address
aggressive panhandling. The meeting will be held on Tuesday, June 17 at 5:30 p.m. in City
Council Chambers. The meeting will be broadcast live on GTC-3. Speaker slips will be accepted
until 6:00 p.m. to allow Columbus residents to provide their input.
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REMOVING LEAD FROM COLUMBUS HOMES: Dangerous levels of lead paint, which
can cause numerous physical and mental problems if ingested by children, can still be found in
some Columbus homes. Health, Housing and Human Services Committee Chair Charleta B.
Tavares is sponsoring four ordinances that offer ways to eliminate lead paint from area homes
and keep children safe.

e Ordinance 0930-2008 authorizes the transfer of $95,162 within the General
Government Grant Fund, Lead Grant to pay relocation expenses while remediation
work is being performed in a home.

e Ordinance 0931-2008 authorizes the transfer of $5,285 between object levels within
the General Government Grant Fund to modify and increase the Lead Safe Columbus
contract with ATC and Associates. This organization provides services under Lead
Safe Columbus for lead testing, risk assessments, work specifications, clearance
testing and other technical and educational activities related to increasing the supply
of lead-free, affordable housing for low income families.

e Ordinance 0938-2008 authorizes the Director of Development to enter into a
$100,000 contract with ATC Associates for lead-based paint testing, risk assessment,
work specification preparation and final clearance testing on up to 256 units under
the Lead Safe Columbus program.

e Ordinance 0939-2008 authorizes the Director of Development to enter into a
$100,000 contract with the Franklin County Board of Health for lead-based paint
testing, risk assessments, work specification preparation and final clearance testing
on up to 256 units for the Lead Safe Columbus program.

SMART GROWTH INITIATIVE CONTINUES: Since 2004, city officials have been
working with developers in the northeast area of Columbus to create a "Pay as We Grow" plan
for the site now known as the Central College Community Development District. Tonight,
Development Committee Chair Maryellen O’ Shaughnessy is sponsoring ordinance 0976-2008,
which will authorize the creation of the Central College Community Development Authority to
govern the district. Encompassing portions of Columbus generally located east of the intersection
of Lee Road and Central College Road, the district will be characterized by well-balanced and
diversified land use patterns that will enhance the area’s commercial, residential, cultural,
educational and recreational activities.
